The chief merit of Katherine 
Mansfield 's collection of short 
stories. The Garden Party, is that 
it possesses what is so vaguely 
termed “style”—such an ugly name, 
one can’t help feeling, for such a 
delightful quality! Perhaps it 
would be better to say that she was 
able to see so clearly the scenes and 
feelings and people that she wished 
to present to her readers that she 
could transfer thorn to paper with 
the smallest possible loss of effect­
iveness. By her choice of the right, 
the inevitable word she attained an 
effect of sharp clarity, without the 
brutality which sometimes ac­
companies it. A style neither of 
harsh angularity nor of cushiony 
cloudiness seems to me the Ideal 
towards which an author should 
strive, and certainly Katherine 
Mansfield came near that ideal.

The content of the stories, per 
haps, might thoughtfully be termed 
weak and tririal, especially bj 
those people who insist that a story 
should have a strong plot. One o: 
the most charming, for instance, is 
the brief sketch, ‘‘Bank Holiday” 
which, although by no stretch of tin 
imagination a story, is yet an exae 
and delicately phrased mood-pic 
ture, reproducing ail the gaiety, thi 
confusion, the swiftly changing 
colours and movements, cf : 
crowded summer street. It is th. 
combination of the descriptivi 
ability shown in this sketch with ; 
flair for subtle characterize thy 
which makes such a story as “Th 
Daughters of the Late Colonel 
successful. After all, there Is noth 
iag very original about the gerr 
idea of the story—that of two ol 
maids whose lives have been waste 
away in constant attendance o 
their bad-tempered invalid fathei 
One can imagine how the ordiuar 
writer of the popular magazine 
would treat the subject. Josephin 
and Constantia would be floated t 
us on a versatile sea of syrup; thel 
long years of penny pinching, ( 
dutiful attendance, of frustrate 
hopes and desires, would be sped 
ically mentioned instead of subti 
hinted; they would no longer 1 
people, but straw figures soake 
through and through with sen' 
mental tears. It is necessary on: 
to think of the story as it migl 
have been written and as it ac 
Daily is to realize Katherine Man 
field’s artistry.

Usually she manages to strik 
just the right note of delicate emo 
ion. veering towards neither heav 
sentimentality nor unfeeling chill 
ness. Still, once or twice, it seen 
(o me, she crosses the fine houndai 
between sentiment and sentimor 
ality, notably in “Life of ft 
Parker” and “The Ideal Family 
These two stories, although rais< 
above the level of mediocrity 1 
the charm which suffuses all li 
work, are, I think, much below h 
usual standard and seme of y< 
may like these stories even betti 
than the others.
