Soviets Tour
Ottawa

OTTAWA (CUP)—“We un-
derstand there may be a di-
vergence of opinion as far as
the structure of the state is
concerned, but this should not
hinder friendly ties between
us,” the leader of the Soviet
student delegation touring
Canada said last week in Ot-
tawa.

Alexei Golubev told student lead-
ers, educators and government of-
ficials at a banquet that there is a
feeling among Soviet youth leaders
to establish the strongest possible
relations between the two countries.
“We think you are aware of the
peaceful co-existence by which the
Soviet government and the students
abide, and it is our policy to share
this practice,” he said.

Although their theme was peace
and co-operation Golubev admitted
