Ony 27 Do I came at Cayonge & acquainted ye sackins also as

before of ye Decease of his late Majesty & of ye accession of his present

Majesty King George ye second to the Imperiall Crowns of great

britain & I found at Cayage 140 men ready to go out fighting

to prevent which I made ye same speech to ye as I had done above

to ye onondages & gave yt a blanket Strouds they promist directly to

stay at home & go on their hunting

On ye 29th. I arrive in ye Pinkes Country where I find the

Sachine & various at home, who I acquainted with ye foregoing they

promist me that none of their people should go fighting in a years

time because they saw yt ye french a were crafty & deceitfull

whereby they think to gett possession of ye house at Oswege they

hold firm to ye Covenant which our & their fathers have made

I found a french Smith in ye sincke Castle with his

wife Children & Servant, who sold goods there to ye Indians

for skins & pettry ye Indians Inquire of me if the Smith from hence

should bring goods there to supply their necessity if he did not they

would be displease about it

The Pachims of ye Sinnekes answer me to what I had told ye

in name of six nations yt they were very much concernd to hear

ye Maloncholy news of ye decease of his late majesty in but

they rejoyed again to hear it his Son King George ye second sett

on ye throne & hoped yt his present Majesty might follow his fathers

Steps for ye welfare of the Kingdoms of Great Brittain yt he might

be as a tree which reaches to ye Heaven, & his branches

may spread over ye whole Earth that they might rest under ye

shadow of those leaves, which they hope may never lade or wether

yt ye Roots therof may go through ye Earth that no storm or tempest

may damnify the same & expected in ye spring to speak ye
