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5. You also suggested in your telegram under reference 
the possibility of withdrawing the British air Mission from 
Lisbon as a nark of displeasure at the behaviour of the 
Portuguese Government, I doubt whether the withdrawal of 
the Air Mission would in fact be likely to influence Dr. 
Salazar over wolfram and after consultation with the 
appropriate Service authorities I consider that the matter 
should not be pursued further for the present.
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
