
disarmament and economic development, is inseparably linked thereto, and to 
reach agreement on more effective procedures for carrying out United Nation; 
pèace-keeping consistent with the Charter. We invite  all member states to 
resort more often to the peaceful settlement of international disputes  and 
conflicts by the means provided for in the Charter, notably through negotiation, 
inquiry, mediation, conciliation, arbitration and judicial settlement, making us 
as appropriate of the relevant organs of the United Nations, as well  as through 
resort to regional agencies or arrangements or other peaceful means of thei 
own choice. - 

5. On the threshold of the Disarmament Decade, we welcome Ur 
important international agreements which have already been achieved in th 
limitation of armaments, especially nuclear arms. Conscious of the long an 

 difficult search for ways to haït and reverse the arms race and of the grave threa 
to international peace posed . by the continuing development of sophisticatec 
weapons, we look forward to the early conclusion of further agreements of thi 
kind and to moving forward from arms limitation to reduction of armament' 
and disarmament everywhere, pa rticularly in the nuclear field, with flu 
participation of all nuclear powers. We call on all governments to renew thei 
determination to make concrete progress towards the elimination of the arm 
race and the achievement of the final goal — general and complete disarrnamen 
under effective international control. 

6. We acclaim the role of the United Nations in the past 25 years in th( 
process of the liberation of peoples of colonial, trust and other non-self 
governing territories. As a result of this welcome development, the number o 
sovereign states in the organization has beeen greatly increased and colonia 
empires have virtually disappeared. Despite these achievements, many ter-
ritories and peoples continue to be denied their right to self-determination anc 
independence, particularly in Namibia, Southern Rhodesia, Angola, Mozambiqu( 
and Guine,a (Bissau), in deliberate and deplorable defiance of the Unite( 
Nations and world opinion by certain recalcitrant states and by the illega 
régime of Southern Rhodesia. We reaffirm the inalienable rig,ht of all colonia 
peoples to self-determination, freedom and independence and condemn al 
actions which deprive any people of these rights. In recognizing the legitimaq 
of the struggle of colonial peoples for their freedom by all appropriate means a 
their disposal, we call upon all govemments to comply in this respect with th( 
provisions of the Charter taking into account the Declaration on the Granting o 
Independence to Colonial Countries and Peoples adopted by the United Nation: 
in 1960. We re-emphasize that these countries and peoples are entitled, in theil 
just struggle, to seek and to receive all necessary moral and material help in 
accordance with the purposes and principles of the Charter. 

7. We strongly condemn the evil policy of apartheid, which is a crime 
against the conscience and dignity of mankind and, like Nazism, is contrar) 
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
