Aycicalture.
Unleached Ashes as a Manure.

Unleached ashes, in my humble opinlon sre
of tar more value than many people imagiue I
bave used ashes as a manure every year «ice 1
commenced farming, aud so satisfied em [ of
their lertilizing value, that I would ot sell a
bushel for twice or thrice the price paid for tham
at the wsheries. I wil give a little vf wy cx-
perience in the use of them as a fertilizer, us the
best I cau suy in their fuvor. The greatss: in-
crease caused by the use of taem that I have
known, by actual measure, was ou potitoes, used
88 a top-dressing in the year 1846,  After dress-
ing my curn with ashgs that year, I bad one
busbel left, which I put on eight rows o! potstoes,
which yielded, at digging time, one bushel more
to the row than any other rows in the field. It
was a 80d land, turned over in the spring and
planted without manure of any kind. I have no
doubt that the one bushei of ashes increased my
crop of potatoes eight bushels. The rows were
about fourteen rods long. For corn, I think
ashes and plaster, mixed at the rate of two parts
of ashes and one of plaster, and 2 sma!l handfu!
of the mixture put into each hill, is the bést way
to use them. This mixture I prefer to eitier,
910!10 or both, used as a top-dressing. - I lbink'
it bas -’ld. on.o:ulf difference in the valus of a
pieee of corn, judging from one row left wi
the ashes and plaster, not from actual me:lnl;c;‘:t
ment. It was on ground without manure
of aay other kind. Ashes alome, as =
top-dressing, are very beneficial to corn.—
