President Wilson Claims That Manv American Cargoes

Have Been Unlawfully Detained and That Protests

Have Been Lodged in Specific Cases—Appeals to Am-
erican Shippers to Issue Only Absolutely Honest Mani-

fests—All-American Conference to be Held

ASHINGTON, December 29th.
w —President Wilson, referring
today to the American Note
to Britain, insisting on better treat-
ment of American commerce, declar-
ed that large damages would have to
be paid by Britain for the unlawful
detention of American cargoes.

He pointed out that many protests
had been sent in specific cases, and
that if the contention of the American
Government were correct, as he was
firmly convinced it was, plans for
indemnification would have to be met
by Britain.

Supplementary to previous protests,
in the Note, Wilson explained, report-
ed fully on the position of the States,
saying tha‘ so far as theory was con-
cerned, there was no debate on the
point raised, because England herself
fn previous wars had taken exactly
the American position.

Washington, Dec. 29.—Pres. Wilson |
to-day appealed to Anferican shippers |
of non-contraband goods, such as cot- |
ton, not to allow their cargoes to be
mixed with contraband articles.

The American Government, he an-
nounced, could deal confidently with
the difficulties which had arisen in
the treatment of American commerce
by Britain, only if supported by ab-
solutely honest manifests.

This statement followed a discussion
by the President with the Cabinet to-
day, on the general shipping situation,
and of the Note despatched yesterday
to Britain, protesting at length.

American Conference.

Washington, Deec. 29.—All the Cen-
tral and South American nations have
been invited by the United States
Government to send their Ministers of |
Finance for a conference with the
Treasury Department officials and fin-
anciers of this country, on the financ-
ial and commercial problems confront-
ing the two Americas as a result of
the European war.

Acceptances have already been cab-
led by several of the countries, and the
conference will probably be held early
in the spring.
