“In accordance with this decision,
the premier invited the Entente am-
bassadors to meet him and communi-
cated to them the following points |
decided upoa by the government:

“The Greek Government is not dis-
posed to transfer to the Entente ad-
ministration of rzilroads in northern
Greece and Macedonia

“The government does not consider
it convenient to withdraw Greei
troops from Florina and Kavala

“The Government must oppose mil-
itary occupation by Entente troops ot.
the Corinth strait and at the same
time advises the Entente that sucn
attempts would disturb the present re-
lations between Greece and the En-
tente.

“Furthermore Greece is opposed to |
the establishment of wireless sta-
tions.”

Where It's all (
Cold Steel|

But It's Picturesque Among the|
Vosges Mountains—Corres- i
pondent Visits There.

Mr. H. Warner Allen, special co--
respondent of the British press with |
the French armies, in a despatch/|
states:

In the mountains of the Vosges

' men still fight to-day in the open

with the cold steel as they fought .n
the days before machines of sci-;
entific destruction drove them wun-
derground, The Vosges are the
country of the bayonet and the ma-
chine gun. Among their precipitous
pine-clad hills the obstacles set by
nature in the way of the barbarous
invader from the East are proof!
against the puny artillery of sci-

| ence. A 17-inch shell makes no

more impression on a mountain than
a raindrop on a paving-stone, and
under cover of the forests and th

rocks whole armies can lie hidden
in perfect security from  the|
enemy’s guns. The aviator’s eya2
cannot pierce the dense canopy of
evergreen foliage, and the guns,|

ias a rule, can only fire at random,

blindly wasting their shells among
the trees and boulders. The riile
has its part to play in the fighting,
but it is handicapped by the abund-
ance of cover, and it is with the|

| bayonet and machine gun that the!

issue rests.
THE DANGEROUS CURVE
It is only in the valley that the

guns are dangerous. For half a
mile our road lay exposed to the
view and shells of ‘the Germans,
just a thousand yards away, and th:z
cars worked up to full speed to geri
past the danger zone as quickly as|
possible. The enemy maintained a
prudent silence, being well aware
that the French in this section had
definite orders to reply to every
German projectile by four shells of |
the same calibre, aimed unerringly
at his most vulnerable points—
his depots and cantonments in th:
area. So, as a rule, even under !
considerable provocaion, the enemy !
remains discreetly quiet. In less|
than a minute our automobiles had |
disappeared from view in a narrow |
wooded ravine, and the German's|
opportunity was lost.

European wars seem as far away
and impossible among the steep
hills of the Vosges as in the old-
time fairy tale. The precipito s |
forests are apparently as lonely and
deserted as ever — where a man |
jaded and careworn with city life
and civilization can rest his mind
and tire his body healthily with

The main defence is the barbed|
wire which is twined in an inextric.
able network round tree trunks fallea
branches and wooden stakes. It runs
atong the hill slopes and down into
the ravines, extending in all direc-
tions its impassable barrier.

On the other side of the barbe
wire it is debatable ground. Ths
French sentries lie hidden in shallow
holes, with their rifles at their shoul-
ders, listening intently for a stir or a
rustle that might betray the ap
proach of a German patrol. Some-
times a French patrol will make its
way through a narrow, zigzag pass-
age in the barbed wire entangle-
ment and cautiously glide down the
hill toward the enemy. Perhaps|
they will reach the German line of|
wire unnoticed, and watch there for|
a while to see what the Germans are
doing, and if occasion serves risk a;
shot or two at any of the enemy who
may show themselves.

THE BOCHE SURRENDERED

The
humorous way in which the prisoner
acceptea the name of ‘“Boche,” which
generally makes the Germans furi-
ous—probably because neither they
nor the French nor anyone else
knows the origin of the word — ap-
pealed to his captors, and when they
brought him back to the lines th:y
sharea their soup with him before
he was sent back to the rear.

Sir Conan Doyle has been advocat-
ing reprisals on German towns in re-
turn for the Zeppelin murders in
England.
