HOW A CHILD SHOULD SIT.

In sitting tbe child mnet be pro 
vided with a comfortable chair, 
adapted to hi* size and height, writes 
Elizabeth Robinson Scovil in a very 
valuable article on 4 The Pbyaical 
Culture of Children* in the Septem­
ber Ladies’ Home Journal. He 
should be made to ait well back in 
U, and not on the edge when he baa 
to occupy it for any length of time. 
The back should, if possible, give 
support to the small of the back as 
well ai to the shoulders. In work­
ing at a desk it should be of sucb a 
height that be can easily see bis 
work when silting erect by bending 
his head, instead of inclining the 
body at the hip joints. The upright 
position helps to expand the chest 
and keep the shoulders in their prô­
ner place. Its use soon becomes 
habitual if it is insisted upon.

In walking, the heel should not 
be brought down too firmly. A 
part of tbe weight of tbî body be­
longs upon tbe toes, and when a doe 
portion is thrown the.e it gives an 
elasticity to tbe gait which is list 
when it is not properly diet riba led. 
Walking with the beeis raised from 
tbe ground is a good exercise, al­
though a fatiguing one. Hopping 
on each foot al'ernately is ano.her 
Dancing is a valuable accomplish­
ment for children. The consc.out- 
ness of being able to dance we’l 
gives case and self possession to 
many a young man and woman wbo 
woule1 otherwise be bashful and 
awkward. Little poiple usually 
delight in tbe rhythmical motion, 
and if it is not combined with late 
hours it does them co iling but 
good.

KEEP THE SHOES DRY.

Keeping the feet dry ie of quite as 
much importance In summer as In 
winter, though many people do not 
seem to realize this.

In the heavy dews of morning and 
evening the shoes get damp and suf­
fer seriously, even though the health 
may not. It is worth while to kesp 
• strict lookout as to tbe co/erings 
of little feet. When they come ofl 
at night it is well to have an old 
stocking foil of dry oats or beans. 
Pul these into the shoes, tie a string 
around the stocking just at the 
ankle, and set the shoes away for 
the night. Tbe giain will not only 
draw out all the moisture from the 
leather, but will keep the shoes in 
shape without allowing them to 
shriek.

Rubber boots for men and boys 
may be filled with beans or oats and 
dried out when all other means have I 
failed. 1’beie ie nothing more un­
comfortable-than to put on damp 
and soggy shoe leather, and with 
forethought and precaution it is 
entirely unnecessary.—Ledger.
