G. R. Turk Deliversan Elo-
quent Discourse.

‘What Hest Theu to do with Peabe 77—

The Mecessity for Upheolding Right—

Good Comnsel te the Brethren,

Sunday last North street Methedist
church was largely attended to hear Rev.
G. R. Turk preach the anniversary ser-
mon to the me:mbers of the Orange sncie-
ty of Goderich. The discourse was an
eloquent ¢ne and well-delivered, and
was listened te with interest and marked
attention by the large congreration,

The preacher took for his text, T
King® ix—18: ‘‘What hast thou te de
with Peace ¥’ ~After —.o?i.._.n to the
condition of the Israelites at the period
with whiech the text dealt, and dwelling
on the miraculous interposition of Pre-
vidense in the raising up of Jehu as &
deliverer of the neople from the wurship
of Baal, he said : *‘What hast thou to
do with Peace 1" .is an ancient question,
but it is one for modern ears. We
might propound the question to the man
who sacrifices public weal on the altar
of private interest, who in his blind
attachment to party winks at the oor-
ruptions of State ; te the worldling,
who, in the mad rush for wealth starves

and stultifies his soul, which ean be
satisfied with nothing but God; to .the
unsaved who, with the wrath of God
upen jthem cry, ‘‘Peace, peace, when
there is no peace;”’ or to the seeker
sfter malvation who stamds with the
legions of the world and hell arrayed
against him to bar his passage to the
Cross. To each of these the queation
comes, ‘‘What hast thou to do with
peace i” This moruing we addreas these
words to professing Christians many of
whom have settled down in dreamy
apathy, saying, .‘‘Peace, peace!” when
they should be standing eword iu
hand and with armor on, ‘bat-
tling for the Lord.” Brethren,
what huve we to do with peace when
the enemy is in our midet. DBy
the enemy, of course I refer to sin as, it
exists. We may not' speak of any forn
of vice, but behind every manifestation
there is a personality—the Evil One
himself. There lives a monster in the
mighty deep which is tbe objact of uni-
versal dread. Planting itself at the bot-
tom, it throws out its netwerk of feelers,
hundreds in number and many feet in
length, and woe to the thing of life
which comes within reach, forit is drawn
to the bottom and drowned. The sailors
call it the devil-fish, no doubt, because of
the manner in which it takes its prey.
How fitting the name? From the re-
gions beneath, Satan sends up his influ-
ences, whose name is Logion, to ensnare
men and drag them down to death. This
is the enemy. We as Chiistians some-
times speak of being in an enemy’s coun-
try. is morning we change the ex
pression, and say the enemy has invaded
our country. Some speak as though this
world belonged to the devil, and Christ-
ians had ne right to it save that of con
quest. We protest against such an idea.
The more I read the Bible the more 1
am ¢onvinced that the devil has no right
to this world. “‘The earth is the Lord’s
and the fulness thereof.” Iu the begin-
ning the Lord created the earth—created
it for His children. In the light of
these facts Satan is a trespasser. We
impeach him as the originator and per-
sonification of all that is evil. What
have we to do with peace 8o long as he
isin the midst? What have we to do
with peace when war has been declared
by God against thie enenry ? The declar-
ation was made in Eden after the fall
Speaking to Satan, God said, “I will
put emnity between thee and the wom-
an ; between her seed and thy seed.
