Veteran Minister of Midnapore Is
Chosen As Head of Presbyter-
ian Synod.

The Presbyterian Synod of Alberta
wonstituted Monday night in Knox
church, met Tuesday morning it
9:30 g’dlock. . Folfewing - the ‘opening
devotional exercisces, the resignation
of Rev. W. M. Hamilton, of Alix, as
clefk of ‘the syned, was accepted and
Rew. A. Mahaffy, of Calgary, was ap
pointdl to fill the vacancy. Rev. G.
D. Laing of Vegreville, was appointed
treasurer and’'Rev. Dt. Arthur and
O. Butchart, auditors.

There. was a full attendance of tha
lelegates to the convention at th»
morning’s session, the members of
the Synod from the southern presby
teries having arrived by the late train
last night. While the synod was sit-
ting the ladies in attendance at th
convention of the home ‘and foreign
missionary societies held their firs
meeting in the school room of the
<hurch. :

Rev. Dr. McQueen reported this
morning for a committee appointed at
the last synod to ognsider the mattet
of  religious instruction in the public
school of the province. The repor:
statel that the Anglican, Methodis:
and Presbyterian bodies apoprved
of some’ religious instruction bein.
given in .the:schools, but that a defi
nite plan-had yet to be agreed upon
Three recomemndations were made as
the - zesult of conferences during the
past year. That the Lord’s Prayer
should be repeated in the schools; that
the Dord"s Prayer and the ten command-
ments should be framed and hung up
and that the reading of the scripture
should ‘be introduced.

1. Sabbath School Committee Report.

The report o fthe Sabbath School com-
mittee was_given by A. D. Archibald.
It showed a substantial increase in the
number of Presbyterian schools during
the year. There were 155 schools, a gain
of 41 schools over the previous year.
For the year, 1909, there were 45 union
schools as against 43 the year bzfore.
During the year 209 scholars united with
the church by profession of fai‘n. The
schools contributed for running expenses
the sum of $4,525 during the year an
increase of 659 over last year

Opening Sermon.

The opening seérmon of the synod
preached by. Rev. W, D. Reid, superin-
tendent of Home Missions for .he ‘prov-
ince of Alberta, and former: pa-tor” >f
Taylor church, Montreal, was an inepir
ing me-sage on the uplifting power of
the Almighty in things, spiritua', moral
and physical. It had been announced
that Mr. Reid would speak on ths:sub-
ject “Business principles of today fested
by the teachings of Jesus,” but tha
theme which he presented seemed to him
to be better fitted to the occasion of the
opening of the synod.

Four passages of scripture were c¢ited
by the speaker:

“God has spoken once; twice have 1
heard this; that power belongeth unto
God.” Psalm, 62, 11. :

“To see Thy power and Thy glory; so
as.] have seen it in the sancludry,”
Psalm 63, 2.

“Ye shall receive powser,” Ac-s I 8.

“Kept by the power of God,” Peter
L1, 5. ELp i insising 14 .

Oné word was eomahon to all four pas-
sages, That word, “Power,” the quality
most coveted by men today.. Whether ‘a
physical, intellécutal, social or f ancial
things, ‘mieh aniversally ‘dediréd vower.

Power was the great need today in the
work of the churéh. Theré was plenty of
organizatiog, ty off v but
greater sp:ﬁlnagt&v@ wi gz‘tnk es-
sential to the extension of the Kingdom
of God.

First, it was to be observed that God
was the source of all power, pbysical,
intellectual—power of any sort was de-
rived from Him by whose word the
worlds were formed and all things stand
together. The ocean waves in a great
storm were perhape the most manifest
attestation of physical power. There was
a thrill of pleasure to be had in the vis.

‘}ion of their display of stupendous force.

How pleasing to contemplate that all
this belonged to God the Father, Sup-
pose: it belonged to a Devil, or a Démon.
How terrible. It wés a grand thing to
feel .in the midst of signs of physical
power that all belonged to God. The dis-
play of life were even more inspirm;g
than that of purely physical powér, but
this was but another manifestation o°
the power of the Almighty. Sgiritual
power had been given by God to the
church. ' This was the greatest pawer of
all. Surely it was‘a grander tling >
see this power at work in a man, 1eform-
ing. the drunkard, or making the hot
tempered man, gentle and kind, than e
see the physical power of God ¢(burninz
the Atlantic into foam.

Rev. Dr. McQueen as aoting modcra-
tor, in the absence of the moderator,
Rev. M. Hamilton of Cowley, in moving
that Rev. Mr. McKellar be moderator of
the synod for the year, 1910, express-d
his pleasure at the action which had
been “taken by the southern presbytery.
Her kmow “of no one better fitted o fill
the moderator’s chair than the one
whose name had been put forward for
the position. He was respecied by one
and all not only for hig long :amvice in
western Canada but also for his excellent
persondl qualifies. He was one who had
assited in the laying of the  founda-
tions of Presbyterian Missions in the
Weést ,entering the work of the church
in Manitoba over thirty years :go. Dr.
MeQueen’s motion was seconded by Rev
AFD: Archibald of Porioka, and carried
unanimously, the synod applauding Rev.

36 Years in tha West,

In taking charge of the synod the ven-
erable pioneer of Presbyterianism in the
weet expressed his heartfelt appreciation
of the homor done him by his fellow
ministers in a voice which reveai:d deep
emotion. Continuing, the new modecra-
tor became reminiscent of the early days
of his ministry. It would be 36 years
next July since he crossed .the Re:d
River for the first time, by rope ferry.
The late Rev. Dr. James Robertson was
ati that time under call to Knox church,
Winnipég. When Mr. MoKellar arrived
at Winnipeg, then Fort Garry, the Pres-
»bybory of Manitoba was in session ‘n
Knox church. Here he met for the first

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quéstion might be asked “How may ‘that
power become mine?” In the rhysical
world it was a well recognized fact that
power came to men under certa.n con-
ditions. But in order that power might
be theirs it was necessary for men to
know there was such a power existed.
This was an exceedingly simple but fun-
damental requirement. Why in th olden
days did our fathérs not light their
streets with electricity? Why in crossing
the continent did they not travel in the
Pullman car? Because they did net know
of the uses to which electricity might be
put ,because they did not know of the
locomotive. When Paul at Ephesus ask-
ed of the Ephesians, “Have ye received
the Holy' Ghost since ye believed ?” he
received the reply, “We do not know if
there be a Holy Ghost.” Thus knswledge
of a power was essentail to its acquira-
ment. Many people thought Christias-
ity merely a moral effort. The truth
must be proclaimed that not by man’s
effort but by the power of God alons ecar
salvation be effected. In order that pow-
er might come to a man there must b:
on his part an intenss desirs for it.
Watt’s sleepléss nighte when he was
wrestling with the problem of steam,
Stevenson’s almost orazed application to
the invention of the locomotive, werz
typical examples of intense desire for
power. The intensity of a Jacob when
he wrestled with an angel, was needed
or of a John Knox, when he was heard
to pray, “Give me Scotland or T die.”

Oneof the essentials of the coming of
the power of God wasthe willingness t~
surrender to the conditions of that pow-
er. This might be termed the prime es-
sential. - In mo physical. sphece was
power thoroughly understood. “We du
not yet know what eleotricity is, yet by
surrendering to its conditions we govern
it. Se it is with spiritual power,” said
the speaker.

It was necessary always to keep in
touch with the source of power. The
speaker had scen men mightily ia earn-
est about spiritual things who afterwards
became dead and inanimate, spivitually.
He had  known a great revivalist who
had preached for weeks to thousands in
8t .James echurch, Montreal, and con-
verted hundreds.

GOVENOR HUGHES T0
THE SUPREME COURT

President Taft Appoints New York
State Governor to Vacancy Caused
by Death of Justice Brewer—
Hughes Will Be Out of Politics,
and - Retention of State in Repuh
lican Column Will be Left to
Roosevelt,

Washington, D. C., April 25.—Gow
ermor Charles E, Hughes will today
be nomimdted by President Taft t)
succeed ‘the late Justice Brewer on th~
bench of the supreme count of the U
S. The nomination was received witn
favor on all sides in the semate an’
prompt confirmation is expected.

The new justice will take his sea
on the second Monday in October
Until that time, by consent of th-
president, Mr. Hughes will continn -
to exercise the funections of governo-
of New York.

Though the appointment was not un
expocted the acceptance of Governor
Hughes created: a -sénsation. in - lega,
and political circles here. Political
ly, and it was from this angle tha:
the appointment” was first consider
ed, it removes Hughes absolutely from
politics, shatters whatever chances li>
may have had as a presidential pos
sibulity, lifts him out of the perplexed
situation in New York state arid shifts
the entire burden of the retehtion of
the state in.the Republican control o
the shoulders of Theodore Roos velt.

In the broader view as to the effec;
that the appointment will have on the
decisions of the supreme court in th:
Standard Oil and Tobacco Trust. cases
and’ it -may be, later on, an incom
tax proposition, ‘opinion. is divided fo-
night.

There is‘d¥well grounded fear that
Hughes is one of thoése lawyers' 'wh
are congenitally predisposed in favo-
of ithe vested interests. On the other
hand eminent lawyers, such as Borak
of Idaho, take the view that opinion-
formed when one is serving in a poli
tical office are drequently subject to
change when one is. completely sur
rounded by the atmosphere of th
bench.

It was pertinently observed tonigh
also that President Taft had ample
time to ascertain the views of Gover
nor Hughes, and while no one wouls
aocuse the pres‘dent of a purpose ‘o
“pack’ the Supreme Court it is no-
beyond reason to Suppose that he
would seek judicial appointees wh
were in sympathy with his own lega
views and opinions.

MOOSE JAW RANCHER KILLED.

A. K. Grayson Dragged Nearly Half
a Mile by Runaway Team.

Moose Jaw, Sask., April 25.—While
driving to his ranch, situated some
twenty miles from the city, Mr. A. K.
Grayson, an old timer of - Moose
Jaw, met sudden death in a runaway
iccident on Friday night. Mr. Gray-
son was just leaving his ranch’ with
a friend when his team became un-
manageable and in endeavoring to get
the hofses under contrél he bridded
his feet against the dash board,
which gave way, precipitating the un-
fortunate ‘man out of the rig. His
foot caught .in the whiffle tree and
ne wag dragged for mearly half a mile
before ‘the team. was stoped. on its
mad career by a rancher, who, see-
ing the mishap, mounted a horse and
overtook the runaways.

When picked up he was quite dead,
having sustained terrible injuries
about the head by pounding against
the hard road. The deceased leaves
a wife and family of seven young
children to mourn his loss. He was
well known throughout the city and
district, having lived here for a num-
ber of years.

In a fire which occurred here today,
two very valuable horses, ‘the pro-
perty of the Westwood Stationery
Company, were burned, together with
a large quantity of feed.

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BILL WILL PASS

Practically No Objection Taken to
Anti-Combine Bill in House
of Commons.

Ottawa, Ont., " April = 25.—With - o
minimum of talk and a maximum f
work, the Commons took a long stride
towards prorogation today by practi
cally disposing of two of, the big bill,
of ‘thé session,  ndmely  Hon. - M;.
King’s bill for the -estriction of com

inations in restraint of trade and th:
amended insurance bill as received
from thé senate after its session of
scrutiny and amendmeént. ‘The grea:
er part of the day was taken up ia
putting the anti-combipation  bil’
through the committee stage. Ther:
was practically mo objection taken to
the (hasis, aim and principle of tha
bill, and there were but few change:
made in the wording - as originally

rawn. Seldom has a measure of sucr
far-reaching impomtance been put
through' by a minister in his compara
tive ease.

The most important change in th:
bill was to meet some of these sug
gesting, which came from both sides
of the House, and its scope has been
largely evidenced so as to allow of its
appication to combines which tak:
advantage of the absence of competi.
tion to unduely decrease the price
paid to the producer for raw materia
as well, as to combines which unduel
enhance the prices of finished articles
to the detriment of the consumer,

Chang> in Wording.

A change in the wording of the defi
nition of “Combine” in the- bill was
made 8o as to make it clear that re-
paration for investigating and penalty
would apply both ito purchasing s
well as the selling price. Thus, for
instance, canners, who take advantags
of peculiar conditions to unduely n-
crease the price paid to fishermen for
fish during the busy:-season or to cold
htorage mén who keep down the mar
ket price for agricultumal products
during certain seasons of the yeéar, or
grain -buyers who form a combine 1>
restrict the price paid to farmers for
their wheat will be.amenable to the
act.

The bill will probably be given its
third reading tomorrow and it is fully
expected that it will-be put througa
the semate before prorogation.

and 165 ‘at local hegdquarters.,_ . .

Phe réport ‘of Sir*Per¢y Lake, inspes-
tor general, lays stress upon the ‘effect
of the reduction ‘of' militia votes las.
year.” He stafes that the éfficiency of
the whole foree suffered ‘séverely fron:
a decrease in votes‘upon which it de-
pended for mdintenance and drills. Tn
the permanent forée, establishments:
had beenr-reduced below . the limits of
efficiency, and reeruiting had ‘to be
stopped. »

Bir, Percy Lake’'swview' that bad .as
was the effect . of-tliis policy uponth
active militia, it was even worse upon
a permanent force, .and especially re-
grets  the ‘impossibility of having had
all the permanent, force mobilized :f
Petawa for combined training.

this state, and scores of hundreds will
be saved in the future,” was the de-
claration of Dr. S8imon Flexner, dir
tetor: of ' the Rockefeller Institute, be
fore: the.

U. S. CONSUL TALKS
ON TARIFF QUESTION

Consul-General Jones Returns to Winni-
peg from Washington Where H2
Held Important Conference with
President Taft Considering Closer
Trade Relations Between Canada and
the United States.

Winnipeg, April 25—Dr. J. E. Jones
United States consul-general for western
Canada, returned to Winnipeg yasterday
after an absence in Washington, D.C.,
of nearly a month. Dr. Joncs ce: lind
to discuss the wobject of his visit, but
did not deny that he was called to Wash-
ington on imporiant business, or that
the tariff bebween Canada and the Unit-
ed States eccupied meost of his t'me. He
said that the amicable arrangement be-
tween the two countiries, which formed
the basis of an international conference
some'time ago, had beem prcductive. of
much gcod. It called the attent:on of
people generally to Canada and wnwaken-
ed an interest in the country which
nothing elss could have dcne so wells

While the consul-general did not wish
to discuss the merits of the agreement,
he said that the United States wslcomel
the friendly spirit of the Canadians and
the brotherly manner in which the tariff
differences were settled; he wag sure it
was ithe fore-runner of close bonds, and
while for diplomatic reasons he would
not discuss. the probability of tne reci-
procal treaty, he said that he hoped: the
future: of | the two countries would ne
more clodely: cemented. He said the im.
