This is indeed high praise and shows 
that this Galician retreat rivals the, 

^successful retreat to the Marne, by 
r liich Generals French and Joffre 
r xved the forces of the Allies last 
A gust and made possible the fight- 
irg which has taken place since that 
t ns. But it 'is of a piece with the 
t -tics pursued by the Grand Duke 
:■ ace the war began. He carried out 
V- î same tactics several times in East 
R ussia, several times in Poland" in 
the repeated drives on Warsaw, and it 
h .3 been repeated several times in 
G ilicia. Circumstances have shown 
such tactics necessary in view of the 
prepared state of Germany for the war 
and her well developed lines of com­
munication. It means the gradual 
grinding down of the Teutonic armies 
and the putting up'of the great re­
serves of the Allies against this Ger­
man state of readiness.
