the money. People pldce their money
in the banks where they receive only
3 per cent. It should be the duty of
every loyal Newfoundlander with
spare money by him to lend it to the
Empire for the purpose of winning the
war and keeping its debts/ within its
own country if possible. When France
was called upon to pay Germany the
huge indemnity in 1871, she borrowed
it from her own people. This is per-
haps one of the reasons why France
became wealthy. As an investment
the war loan furnishes the best secur-
ity imaginable, and its rate of inter-
est is as high as safety makes it wise
to expect. It i8 safer than/ the banks,
and they are considered safe enough.
They only allow depositors 3 per
cent,, whereas the victory war loan
brings an investor at least 5% per
cent. ‘Every million dollans borrowed
outside of Newfoundland means at
least fifty thousand dollars going out
of the country and into the pockets
of the foreigners.
