The Gali Revival Case.
To the Editor of the Mercury, S

Sir,—In your report of the proceedings
in the Guelph Presbytery anent the Galt
revival, Mr. Murdoch is represented to
have said that ** he asked Mr. R.asell to
@ive an account of the revival in Scotland
in his church; he did not ask him to
preach.” I have hitherto refrained from
uklns any part in this discussion, allow-
ing falsehoods and misrepresentations—
whose name is legion—to pass unnoticed.
But in this case, I think that,in justice to
myself and otners, the Zrutk about, and
what transpired at, my first interviews
with Mr. Murdoch should be made known
to the public. On the first Suurday
evening after my #rrival in Galt I was
introduced to Mr. Murdoch by a member
of his congregation, and after some con-
versation, in the course of which I said I
had been engageu for some years in
evangelistic work in Ncotland, and that
Mr. Carroll and I had addressed meetings
in different parts «f Canpada, including
Hamilton, in which city we preached in
two Presbyterian churcles, one Congre-
gational, and in the open air, he invired
me tp preach for him on the following
(Sunday) evening, whieh 1 consented to
do. Then he asked if I had brought any
letters with me, whereupon I produced
several from the old country, and one
from Dr. Ormiston, of Hamilton, with
i which he was satisfied. A'ter this Mr.
Murdoch said he should be glud it I would
take the morning servics as well as the
evening, which, however, I declined to
do, en the ground that, having arranged
to preach in the open air in the a'ternoon
I desired to reserve my strength. On
Sunday evening, a little hefore the ger-
vice, Mr. Murdoch, for the first time, sai)
that he thought gome account of the work
in Scotland. would interest the people,
which I aceordingly gave at the close of
a gospel address founded on Acts xvi.
30, 31. 5

Before leaving the pulpit, in the face of
what Mr. Murdoch now prononnces heret-
ical eaching, he arked if 1 would take bis
meeting on Wednes lay evening, to
which 1 replied that if in town till then

would. After I decided to remain over
Wednesday, notice of the meeting was
given and a large andience assembled,
and a8 a matter of cours+, I invited in-
quirers to remain to the cluse——and some
remained and were pointed to the Sa-
viour.

Again, after the work had been in pro-
gress six woegke, I guve an address in Mr.
Murdoch’s @huren, No ohjection being
then made to me on the ground of my
being a “layman,” or of teaching  un-
sound doctrine,”

From this it will be seén that if Mr.
Murdoch does not now approve of © Iay
preaching ” he did then ; and if there has
been “great evil in regard to the instra-
mentality,” it was himself who fizss intro-
daced and -sanctioned it in Galt. More-
over, before I preached for Mr. Murdoch,
I told him distinctly that in my work as
an evangelist, 1 was in fellowship with |
all Christidus, while attaching mysélf to
no denomination ; this being the position
of most of the evang-lists at home—who
are received, and co operated with, by
evangelical men of all names.  Mr, Mur-
doch cannot therefore say that I deceived
him. I have been accustomed for years
to present the gospel in Presbyterian and
other churches, in the same way in which
I preacked it in Mr. Murdoch’s church,
|and never before have I heard of its
j soundness being called in question,

As to my remarks tonching certain
ministers in Galt, those who know all the
circumstances, and are able to judge im-
partially, know that I had snfficii nt pro-
vocation ; and certainly much that has

anspired since hasonly gone to confirm
in'my mind the conviction which I bad
at the time the remarks were made,name-
ly, that they were true,

We do not consider it part of our work,
as evangelists, to denounce ministers, as
hundreds can testify, with whom we bave
laboured harmonionsly,both at home and
in this country ; and, but for the opposi-
tion concounwrcd in Galt, the work
| would bave gone on smoothly there.

The Terms of Agreement. =i

The following are the propositions as &
basis of agreement, made by Earl Gran-
ville to the Hudson Bay Company for the
transfer of the North West Territory to
the government of Canada, and which it
is reported in Ottawa have been accepted
by that Company :—

1. The Hudson's Bay (‘ompany to sur-
render to Her Majesty all t{:y rights of
the government, property, &c., in Rupert’s
Land, which are specified in the 81 and 82
Vie,, ¢. 105, sec. 5; and also all similar
rights in any other part of British North
America, not comprised in Rupert’s Land,
Canada or British Columbia.

2. Canada is to pay'to the Company
£300,000 when Rupert’s Land is transfer-
red to the Dominion of Canada.

8. The Company may within twelve
months of the surrender, select & block of
land adjoining each of its stations, within
the limits specified in Article 1.

4. The size of - the blocks is not to ex-
ceed -—— ncres in the Red River Terri-
tory, nor 3,000 acres beyond that territory,
and the aggregate extent of the blocks is
not to exceed 50,000 acres.

5. 8o far as the configurstion of the
country admits, the plocks are to be in
the shape of parallelograws, of which the
length is not more than double the
breadth,

6. The Hudson’s Bay Company may,
for fifty years after the surrender, claim
in any township or district within the
Fertile Belt, in which land is set out for
settlement, grants of land not excéeding
one twentieth part of the laud so set out.
The blocks so granted to be determined
by lot, and the Hudson’s Bay Company to
pay a rateable shure of the . survey ex-
penser, not exceeding —, an acre.

7. For the purpose of the present agree-
ment, the Fertile Belt is to be bounded as
follows: On the south by the United
States biundary; on the west by the
R.cky Mountain,

8. Al tirles to land up to the 8th of
March, 1869, conferred by the Company,
are to be confirmed.

9. The Conipany is to be at liberty to
earry on its trade without hinderance, in
ita corporate capacity, and no exceptional
tax ia to be placed on the company’s land,
trade, or fervants, nor any import duty
on gonds introduced by them previons to
the gurrender.

10. Canada is to take over the materiais
of the elec ric telegraph at cost price,
such price including transport, but not
including interert for money. and subject
to a deduction for ascertained deteriora-
tion, '

11. The (Hhmpany's claim to land under
auresment of Messrs. Vankoughnet and
Hopkins to be withdrawn.
