I
distinctly heard the large blood dreps full pat,
pat,on the deck; his wounds were mortal.
Sven a poor goat, kept by the officers for her
milk, did not escape the general carnage ; her
hind legs were shot off, and poor Nan was
thrown overboard. .

Such was the terrible scene, amid which
we kept on shouting and fireing. Our men
fought like tigers. Some of them pulled off
their juckets, others their jackets and vests;
while some still more determined, had taken
off their shirts, and, with nothing but their
trowsers, fought like heroes. 1also observed a
boy named Cooper, stationed at a gun some
distance from the magazine. He came to
and fro on the full run, and appeared to be as
“merry asa cricket.” The third  licutenant
cheered him along occasionally, by saying
« Well done my brave boy, you are worth
your worth in gold.”

I have been asked what were my feelings
during this fight. 1 felt pretty much as I
suppose every cne does at sucha time.

of animation? To run from our quarters
would have been certain dm}h from the hands
of our own officers ; to give way to gloom, to
show fear would du no godd, and might brand
us with name of cowamls, and insure certain
defeat. Ouronly trué philosophy, therefore,
was to make the best gf our situation, by fight-
ing bravely and c'lz\'rfully. I thought a
great deal, however, of the other world ; every
groan, every falling man told me that the
next instant I might be before the Judge of all
the earth. For this I felt unprepared ; but
being, without any particular knowledge of
religious trnth, I satiefied myself by repeat-
ing again and again the Lord’s prayer, and
promised that if spared I would be more at-
tentive to religious duties than ever before.
This promise I had no doubt at the time, of
keeping ; but I have learned since that it is
easier to make promises amid the roar of the
battle’s thunder, or in the horrors of shipwreck,
than to keep them when danger is ahsent,
and safety smiles upon our path.

While these thoughts secretly agitated my
hosom,ghe din of the battle continned. Grape
and canister shot were pouring thro® our port
holes like leaden hail, carrying death in their
trail. The large shot came against the ship's
side like iron hail shaking her to the very
keel, or passing through her timbers, and scat-
terring terrific splinters, which did a more
appalling work than even their own death
giving blows. The reader may form an idea
of the eficet of the grape and canister, when
he is told that grape shot is formed by seven
or eight balls confined to an iron and tied ina
cloth. These balls are scattered by the ex-
plosion of the powder. Canister shot is
made by filling a powder canister with balls,
each as large as two or three musket halls;
these also seatter with direful effect when
discharged. 'What then with splinters, can-
non balls, grape and canister, poured inces-
santly upon us, the reader may be assured
that the work of death went on in a manner
which must have been satisfactory even to
the king of terrors himself.

Suddenly the rattling of the iron hail ccas-
ed. We were ordered to cease fireing. A
profound silence ensued, broken only by the
stifled groans of the brave sufferers below,
was soon ascertained that the enemy had shot
ahead for the purpose of repairing damages,
for she was not so disabled but she could sail
without dificulty ; while we were so cut up
that we lay utterly helpless. Our head braces
were shot away ; the fore and main topmasts
were gone ; the mizzen masts hung over the
stern, having carried several men over in its
fall; we were in a state of complete wreck.

A council was now held among the officers
of the quarter deck. Our condition vas per-
ilous ir. the extreme; victory or escape was
alike hopeless. Our ship wasdisabled; many
of our men were killed, and many wounded.
The enemy would without doubt bear down
upen us in g few moments, and as she could
now elioose her own position, would without
doubt rake us forc and aft. Any further re-
sistance was thcrﬁu’e, folly. 8o, in spite of
