While all were
weeping around his bedside, he re-
buked them and asked them to sing,
and when they failed to respond in the full-
ness of their grief, he himself sung ina
strong voice ‘‘Shall We Gather At The
River ?” Deceased wasa member of various
societies, being present junior warden of
St. George’s Lodge, A. ¥. and A, M. His
insurance in the various benefit societies
1 regular companies amounted to between
$12,000 and $15,000. The funeral this
afternoon will be conducted by the Masons.
Deceased was aged[35 years, His parents are
still alive, and have lived here about 36
years. Five brothers and three sisters
survive him, all living here except Mrs.
Macqualters, in England, and Mrs, Hilton,
in St. Pauls, Minnesota.
