Today marks the opening of the 
rifle practice at the Cove ranges for 
the men who are in camp, and one 
company from each regiment has been 
at the range receiving instruction and 
shooting ever since this morning.

The men are using the Ross rifle 
entirely for their musketry practice. 
These are issued to them from the 
ordinance stores building at camp and 
are returned as soon as the practice 
is over. Aggregate scores made at the 
ranges count for efficiency pay. This 
is a considerable improvement over 
last year's system.

Less Dissatisfaction.
Another improvement is the rule al­

lowing a sufficient number of sighting 
shots for the man to find the target. 
Under these conditions the men are 
making better scores than they did 
last year, and there is not the dissat­
isfaction that was caused over the low 
rate of efficiency pay which many re­
ceived at last camp.

The men when they arrive at the 
ranges are taken in hand by compet­
ent instructors, who explain to them 
the mechanism of their rifles and the 
way to shoot. The officers at the 
ranges are Major McCrimmon, of the 
Seventh; Capt. H. W. Linton, of the 
Ninety-first Highlanders, Hamilton; 
Drill Sergt. Black, R. C. R., Sergt. 
Vereer, R. C. R., Corporal Dunkerly, 
R. C. R., and Sergt. H. Ashby, Seventh 
Regiment.

At the conclusion of their practice 
on the ranges the men return their 
Ross rifles and receive back their Lee- 
Enfields, which they will use for ord­
inary practice. The Sutherland sight 
will be placed on all the old Lee-1 
Enfields shortly, and will be used untilI 
the rifles are called in.
