Bad for the People.
"In the beginning it was heralded as 

a blessing to the consumers. So was 
the tariff bill of 1909. It promises to 
reduce duties for the benefit of the 
people. It reduces no duties, the effect 
of which can ever reach the people, but 
it does reduce duties for the millers, 
the packers. Standard Oil, the brewers, 
the coal combines, and in some meas­
ure for the already grossly protected 
interests. It is nothing that it pre­
tends to be and professes to be, no­
thing that it is. It is a little brother 
to the Payne-Aldrich bill, the greatest 
legislative wrong inflicted upon the 
American people in half a century.”

The speaker said that the pending 
legislation based on the Canadian 
pact, was so related to the "strange 
course of Mr. Taft upon the tariff 
question, and the protective policies 
which he was elected to maintain, 
"that the real stable worth of recom­
mendations could not be fairly judged 
without reviewing the more important 
issues involved in his election, and the 
more important acts of his administra- 
tion.

Continuing his criticism of Mr. Taft’s 
administra ton he said:

"Throughout the first pages of his 
first general message he found no 
space to say a word for the great 
measure that had made the name of 
his predecessor revered and loved 
everywhere in the United States. Is 
it to be wondered at that the Repull- 
can voter in 1910 felt that he had 
several scores to settle? A president 
whom he had elected, believing him 
to he the custodian of the Roosevelt 
policies, had diminished the Roosevelt 
cabinet and appointed in their places 
men, in the main, of known hostility 
to these policies.

"In all the record of this adminis­
tration, no more glaring example is 
presented of the complete surrender 
to special interests and the complete 
reversal of Roosevelt’s progressive 
policies, than that shown in dealing 
with the amendments to the Inter- 
state Commerce Act. It would have 
been difficult to have framed a piece 
of legislation affecting Inter-state 
commerce more harmful to the public 
interest than the bill drafted by the 
attorney-general and recommended to 
Congress by President Taft."

London, July 13.— The Times inti- 
mates that the question of the revi­
sion of the Anglo-Japanese alliance, 
in order to bring it into harmony with 
the proposed Anglo-American arbitra- 
tion treaty, was fully discussed at the 
imperial conference. Therefore any 
new arrangement made with Japan 
will be made with new authority and 
new moral force arising through the 
previous assent of all the self-govern- 
ing dominions. Hence the Times con- 
siders that one of the most important 
results of the imperial conference has 
still to be announced.

The Times editorially dwells upon 
the importance of the Tokio dis- 
patches announcing a revision of the 
A nglo- Japanese alliance. It says that 
it seems improbable that if the two 
governments arrived at the agreement 
described in these dispatches they 
have not also agreed to revise other 
articles of the treaty with a view to 
its prolongation.

There was a free interchange of 
views upon these high matters at the 
Imperial conference, says the Times, 
and it is clear therefore that the do­
minion ministers were satisfied that 
this policy is the best that could he 
devised in the lasting Interests of the 
empire as a whole, and of each of its 
constituent units.

"If the first outcome of the new 
principle of consulting the dominions 
on foreign policy is a modification of 
the Japanese alliance on terms which 
will facilitate the conclusion of an ar- 
bitration treaty with the United 
States" concluded the Times, "it will 
be highly encouraging."
