Will Be Specific.
Germany, it was stated, will make her 

answer very specific. She will take up 
the American note paragraph by para­
graph from her understanding of the 
provisions of international law bearing 
on the case. She will warmly defend 
her submarine warfare as a reprisal 
against an enemy which, she says, 
courted such reprisals by arming her 
merchant ships, offering rewards for the 
destruction of Germain submarines, and 
will quote British boards of trade and 
shipping organizations’ resolutions as 
approving all methods that would de­
stroy German under-sea craft.

In effect, it is understood German 
officials have told Gerard they consider 
they have been fighting fire with fire, 
and that any demand by United States 
that they completely cease submarine 
activity is an improper one in the light 
of international law.

Washington, May 20.—Germany has 
unofficially accepted the general prin­
ciple that American citizens .shall be 
protected and safeguarded by the 
United States under all conditions.

On the ground, however, that it is 
contrary to all rulings of international 
law, she will reject the suggestion that 
the United States can demand complete 
abandonment of her submarine war­
fare. She bolds that America's legal 
rights extend only to the protection of 
vessels of American register, and to the 
safety of Americans on board belliger­
ent merchantmen.

unofficial conferences which have fol­
lowed the presentation of the Wilson 
note to the Berlin foreign office.

When Present Vacancies Are 
Filled Each Will Have 

Forty-Eight.

[Special to The Advertiser.]
Ottawa, May 20.—An equality of po­

litical parties in the Canadian Senate 
has been reached. At least this will 
be found the case when the Govern­
ment makes appointments to vacancies 
and if Sir Lyman Melvin Jones adheres 
to his announced determination to vote 
with the Government.

The enlarged Senate will contain 96 
members, there are now nine vacan­
cies and the amendment of the B. N. 
A. act authorized the Government to 
appoint nine additional senators for the 
west.

Some Aged Liberals.
With these appointed the Govern­

ment will have 48 and the Opposition 
48 senators.

As several aged Liberal senators are 
In critical health, it is likely the Gov­
ernment may have a majority of some 
size before Parliament meets.

There must be an election before the 
nine new senators can be appointed for 
the western provinces.

Assent Given Bill.
Royal assent has been given this bill 

to enlarge the Canadian Senate and to 
maintain the representation of Prince 
Edward Island at four.

Last session the Canadian Parliament 
passed as address asking the amend­
ment of the British North America act 
in this wise. The British Parliament 
has acted on the request, and the 
amendment of the act has been accom­
plished.

Liquormen’s Counsel Away.
Marshall Graydon, who has been at­

tending to the legal actions of the 
liquor interests, is in Toronto today, 
but no word had been received from him 
by any of the proprietors in London 
regarding the action of the commis- 
sioners.

Rev. J H. Boyd placed the position 
of the license reduction party before 
The Advertiser. He said:

"We have not got what we asked for 
with the reduction of only four licenses. 
We asked for six, and were given to 
understand that six licenses would 
probably be taken away from London. 
Four bars less, however, is a step in 
the right direction. The people, how­
ever, voted for six removals. We hope 
to de away altogether with the traffic 
in London."

Further Move Necessitated.
"The partial action of the commis­

sioners in removing only four licenses, 
means that a further move will be ne- 
cessitated shortly," Mr. Boyd said.

When he was in Toronto as a mem­
ber of the London deputation asking 
for the removal of six licenses from 
Whiskey Row. preferrably, the com­
missioners told him that they would 
visit London soon, in order to examine 
the situation at close quarters and for 
themselves. “They intend to clean up 
the province, and they will visit many 
other centres in Ontario for the same 
purpose," Mr. Boyd said.

Question of Soldiers Again.
Some action, it was understood, may 

be taken by the commissioners in re­
gard to the purchase of intoxicants by 
soldiers.

"The chairman of the license com­
mission spoke strongly on this matter, 
and he favored some means of keeping 
the soldier as a man apart, with the 
id a that the men who are going to 
fight should not be open to the pollu­
tion of the bars.’’

Why Italy Fights.
“Prolonged applause followed this an­

nouncement.
“The premier then began an exposi­

tion of the situation of Italy before the 
opening of hostilities in Europe. He 
declared that Italy had submitted to 
every humiliation from Austria-Hun­
gary for the love of peace. By her 
ultimatum to Servia, the premier said, 
Austria had annulled the equilibrium 
of the Balkans and prejudiced Italian 
Interests there. Notwithstanding this 
evident violation of the treaty of the 
Triple Alliance, Italy endeavored dur­
ing long months to avoid a conflict, 
but these efforts were bound to have 
a limit in time and dignity. ‘This is 
why the Government felt itself forced 
to present its denunciation of the 
Triple Alliance on May 4,’ said Premier 
Salandra.

“These declarations were received 
with great applause, which the premier 
tried to quiet. When he had succeed­
ed in so doing, he said: ‘Italy must be 
united at this moment, when her des­
tinies are being decided.’”

CURIOUS DISPATCH. 
[Canadian Press.]

Paris. May 20—11:30 a.m.—The Gau­
lois today publishes a curious dispatch 
under a Turin date, which makes men­
tion of a very extraordinary alleged de­
velopment in the Italian situation.

This message declares that Prince 
Von Buelow and Baron Von Macchio, the 
German and the Austrian ambassadors 
at Rome, as a last request of the Italian 
Government, asked it to act as a medi­
ator for peace between the central em­
pires and the Allies.

This report has not been heard from 
any other source.

ONE SPEAKER ONLY.

Rome, May 19—Via Paris. May 20.— 
Unless plans of prominent deputies 
miscarry tho only speaker at the session 
of the Chamber tomorrow, after the 
communication from the Government is 
received, will be Signor Barz’lai, a 
Republican deputy, who will plead for 
the liberation of Triest, his native 
• ounty, from Austrian rule.

It was learned today that the Council 
of Ministers at the prolonged session 
last night, unanimously rejected 
eleventh-hour proposals made by Aus­
tria for prolonging the negotiations re­
garding the cession of territory. It is 
believed in official circles here that 
these proposals were prompted by ig­
norance In Vienna and Berlin of the 
determination of the King, Cabinet and 
Parliament to obtain all the territory 
demanded by Italy.

FREES RAILWAY EMPLOYEES.
[Canadian Press.]

Rome. May 19. 11:15 p.m.—Via Paris, 
May 20.—King Victor Emmanuel, it is 
asserted, has decided to grant a gen­
eral pardon to all railway employees 
who were punished because of the part 
they took in the strike of May, 1914. 
This action is said to be designed as 
another step to bring about a closer 
union of all parties in the country.

Reporta received from every uni­
versity in Italy are to the effect that 
the students of each will volunteer in a 
body if war is declared. Dispatches 
from Verona say that Italians, whose 
homes are in Austria and Italy, are 
pouring across the frontier by thous­
ands every day because they are fearful 
of reprisals in the event of hostilities.

The authorities at Genoa have been 
ordered to keep a close watch on Ger­
man steamers interned at that port, as 
it is believed their captains may at­
tempt to escape after a declaration of 
war or to blow up the vessels.

Petrograd, May 20, via London.—An 
official statement issued from the head- 
quarters of the general staff last night 
is as follows:

"In the Shavii region on the 17th and 
18th engagements occurred on the 
Rossijeny-Kurszany front. We captur­
ed several enemy points of support, 
hundreds of prisoners and some machine 
guns. German counter-attacks south- 
east of Rossijeny were repulsed with 
heavy losses to the enemy. On the left 
bank of the Niemen there have been 
only skirmishes.

“On the Narew front and north of 
the Pilica calm has prevailed.

"The battle in the region of the left 
bank of the Upper Vistula and along 
the entire Galician front continued, at­
taining on the 17th extreme intensity in 
many regions. In the region of Opatow 
we repulsed strong enemy columns, 
which on the 17th retreated rapidly be­
hind Iwaniska, pursued energetically by 
our troops.

Fighting On San.
"On the front of Tarnow-Brzegli- 

Razwadow, and also on the Lower San, 
we continued to engage the enemy with 
success. In the sector of Jaroslau and 
Lezaysko the enemy succeeded in con­
solidating himself on the right bank of 
the San. South of Jaroslau we con­
tinue to hold both banks of the San.

"The bombardment of Przemysl con­
tinues. In the sector between Przemysl 
and the great marsh of the Dniester, 
we successfully repulsed fresh desperate 
attacks of the enemy, who is striving 
for success there at all costs.

“On Monday, after a desperate fight 
we dislodged the Germans from the 
trenches of two of our battalions near 
Gousskow, which they captured, the 
previous day.

More Progress.
"In the region of Drohobyez-Stry- 

Dolina the enemy, in spite of his im­
mense losses, is continually hurling 
fresh masses of troops against our posi­
tions. At several points we success­
fully counter-attacked, making several 
hundred prisoners.

“On the Upper .Bystroa and near the 
towns of Delatyn and Kolomea our op­
ponent, exahusted by his efforts the 
previous days, remained passive on the 
17th. On this front we made fresh 
progress. The number of prisoners 
taken and the amount of booty captur­
ed is increasing constantly."

GERMAN STORIES,

“With these came wounded sold- 
diers. partially asphyxiated soldiers, 
ambulances. traction motors, staff 
officers in racing motors trying to get 
to the front, behind all the town of 
Ypres beginning to blaze in the thick­
ening gloom under a hail of shell fire. 
But ever in the region to the north- 
east the steady roar of a battle. It 
almost seemed for a time as if my 
column would be swept by the back 
rush to the rear, but we closed up 
tight and stemmed the tide of misery 
and panic. My men were as cool as 
veterans—a great deal cooler than 
many veterans J have seen.

"I had communicated with head- 
quarters. and we had orders to stand 
fast. Worst of all was the anxiety as 
to what had o’curred. We were even­
tually compelled to leave the road and 
take a position in the field beside the 
road, and the stream of fugitives con­
tinued.

"At 3:30 a.m. orders arrived to ad­
vance rapidly and support a counter­
attack by Gen. Mercer's brigade of 
infantry along the canal on the 
north side of Ypres. It was early 
dawn. We went forward on the rush 
and with "King” (Col. Morrisons 
horse) I scouted the position quicker 
than he ever did at Petawawa. You 
would think he knew what was hap­
pening.

"I bad just got my one battery in 
on the canal bank when Mercer's 
half brigade was ordered to advance 
Later we found that his two regiments 
and my one battery were all that 
filled in the gap that the French 
troops had left in the line, about one 
and one-half miles wide.

"Our infantry went forward as 
game as wildcats, and my four guns 
did their best to give them adequate 
support at 2,noo yards’ range.,

"The Infantry reached the foot of 
the ridge at what is now known at 
Hill 29, and held on.

Held the Gap.
"In the afternoon 'they were rein­

forced by the 13th Battalion of In- 
fantry, and my -1st and 4th Batteries 
arrived and dug in emplacements. 
Sections from the 2nd and 3rd Canadian 
Brigades also reported to me, so that 
when the second attack took place I had 
16 guns in the firing line. This attack

Was Certainly Guilty.
The attorney-general. Sir John 

Simon, added that three letters pro­
duced in yesterday’s session contained 
information calculated to be of use to 
Great Britain’s enemies.

The session was closed with an ex­
pression of satisfaction by Lord Read­
ing, the lord chief justice, at the neat­
ness with which the letters had been 
detected and their author traced and 
arrested.

"There is no doubt as to the char­
acter of the communications,” he 
said. “It was quite clear the prisoner 
had been at the front and was longing 
to be there again.”

The trial of Anton Kuepferle began 
Tuesday at the Old Bailey police court 
before Lord Chief Justice Reading and 
Justices Avory and Lush. The charge 
against the prisoner was that he at­
tempted to communicate to Germany in­
formation respecting British warships 
and military forces. The prosecution 
was conducted by the Attorney-General. 
Kuepferle pleaded not guilty. The pros­
ecution contended that while he claimed 
to be a naturalized American citizen 
he was in reality a German.

Kuepferle was charged with writing 
a letter to an address in a neutral coun­
try in Europe, giving valuable facts re­
garding British military dispositions. It 
was asserted that while the letter 'ap­
peared on its face to be an innocent 
commercial communication it was found 
to be interlined in invisible ink with 
military information written in the Ger­
man language.

Kuepferle left a message written on a 
slate bearing testimony to the fairness 
of his trial. He confessed he was a sol­
dier. and wished to die as a soldier, and 
declared he could not bear to mount the 
scaffold as a spy.
