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GERMANY'S HOPE GONE

D ESPITE her boasts and bold front, 
Germany Is keenly alive to the 

fact that she la 'being hemmed in by a 
wall of steel which will eventually crush 
her into submission, unless she can per­
suade a section of the wall into easing 
the pressure. With this end in view, 
she has been striving desperately to im­
press Italy with her strength in order 
that her former ally might be induced 
to confine her attentions to Austria, it 
not to break from the Entente ranks.

Secret and deceptive as were her 
methods, the Italian Government was 
alive to her efforts and just as quietly 
took measures to counteract them. Had 
Verdun fallen before the German attack 
there was a possibility, so Kaiser Wil­
helm thought, that the Italian nation 
might become alarmed and force the 
Government to refrain from too close 
co-operation with the Allies. The as­
sault failed, and any chance Germany 
had crumbled to pieces in that disas­
trous venture.

Now Italy has once more declared, 
with greater emphasis than ever be­
fore, 'her determination to act with her 
friends in closest union to the end that 
the Teutons may be quickly overcome.

It may be said that this is the last 
nail in Germany's coffin. Rumor has it 
that Russih, France and Belgium have 
all been offered separate peace terms 
and have rejected them without hesita­
tion. To Britain no offers have been 
made, Berlin knowing well that there 
was no earthly chance of inducing her 
to break the pledges given to Belgium 
and her other co-operators. Britain’s 
entrance into the war proved to Ger­
many that there was no hope of her 
acting simply for her own ends; she 
threw in her lot with the oppressed to 
free them and to forever destroy Prus­
sian militarism, and from this stand she 
will not retreat an inch.

Italy, then, was the only link which 
offered the slightest prospects of weak­
ening. She had not declared war on 
Germany and might be persuaded into 
accepting some concessions from Aus 
tria as the price of peace.
