THE BYE-ELECTION.

The result of the election in the West-
‘minster District has not been a surprise
to anyone. It was believed from the out-
set that the contest would be between
Mr. Sword and Mr. Ladner, and that the
chances were in favor of Mr. Sword. As
the contest was - betweeu three Indepen-
dent and cne Opposition it was very sin-
gular, indeed, that the Opposition can-
didate was so signally = defeated.
The District at the general election of
1886 returned two Oppositiou candidates.
1t might be expec‘ed that the Oppusition
would have sufficient strength left in the
constituency to return their man when
there were three Independents contend-
ing against him. An active and\a united
minority could not ask for a beter
chance than was afforded the Opposition
in the Westminster contest. It had only
one man in the field, while the Indefen-
dents, pledged to give the Government a
fair support, had three. -Bytconceuntrat-
ing their strength on one candidate,
even though they were in .a minority,
they stood an excellent *chance of
electing him. But so mr‘jc"h have the
‘Opposition lost in the District, and so com-
pletely "demoralized are they, that they
did not even make an attempt to contest
the election. Their candidate may be
said to have had no party support at all.
It is more than probable that the six'y
votes which Mr. Greer polled were given
him on personal rather than on party
considerations. "It is very significan® that
the two avowed Opposition candidates
who presented themselves for election in
what was four years ago the New West-
minster District, polled so few votes that
they forfeited their deposit money. Mr.
Orr and Mr. Greer were completely
snowed under. This shows where the
Oppositiuﬁ stand in the District.

We see that the News-Advertiser
speaks of the result as **a great victory.”
A victory over whom? Over poor Mr.
Greer? That was not much to boast of.
1t could be seen from the first that Mr.
Gireer was not in a position-to make much
of a fight.

toria. In its issue of Thursday last, in a
leading article under the head of ¢ What
it (the fog) has shown,” the editor of the
News-Advertiser said :

** The fog which has hunz so heavily
along this coast for hundreds of =miles
during the last Wweek or ten days, has
shuwn one thing\wery conclusively—that
the most. reliable route for regular and
frequent communication between' Vic-
toria and the Mainland is that via Na-
naimo. .During the whole of -that time
the mail steamer between Vancouver and
Nunaimo arrived and departed on time,
not a single trip being missed, whx_le the
service between Vancouver and Victoria
was badly demoralised.  If it was a long
distance, and only: traversed at infre-
quent intervals, say of a week or even
more, interruptions by fog would nout be
8o noticeable, since it is only at long in-
tervals that the atmospheric conditions
are such as to cause the fog to remain for
a considerable period. But, where the
distance is only about eighty miles by the

Pshortest route, and a daily or even a more

frequent, service is necessary, anything
which wAll practically assure the regu-
larity of the ¢ommunication is of the
greatest importance.”

‘Who would imagine that the writer of
this serious paragraph was practising a
joke on his readers, and that he did not
belie¥@ya word of what he had written—
that it Was all a lie of a very elaborate
kind, fabricated for the purpose of en-
trapping Tue CoLONIST, into what ? Show-
ing that the News-Advertiser is a blun-
derer of phenomenal stupidity. To its
stupidity the Advertiser now, by its own
confession, adds falsehood and insincer-
ity. The trap story is so evidently an
after-thought, resorted totvacecuntforand
excuse 1ts outrageous blunder, that no one
of the least intelligence will believe one
word of it. Assuming it to be true, it
shows that the editor has no regard for
s'neerity or truth, and that he is ready,
in order to serve a purpose of his own,
and one that is incredibly silly, to prac-
tice upon - the credulity of his
readers — to make dupes of them.

gether ruined by the churlishness of* its
nearest neighbor, It knows that country
is. not without resources. [t takes a
hopeful view of the situation. This is
what it says :
% But, if American ports are  closed tol
‘anada, and if American Castom’s officers
on the frontier lines forbid the entry of
her goods, there are other countries
which will be Tess churlish and will wel-
c)me the imports which a’ gelfish and
short-sighted policy elsewhere excludes.
We shall watch with interest the result
of| the ,efforts which- ‘she is m4 ing
to.. find - new - markets and  to
adapt herself t6 new demands. She
‘has " had #a long and checkered
trade experience;and shé can hardly have
failed to gain some useful lessons' from
it. The United States have hean trouble-
some neighbors to her.. When, in’ 1886,
the recipricity treaty between the twe
countries was denounced the forcign trade
of Canada* suffered seriously for a time.
The figures for the next year show a
falling off of more than $20,000,000 ; but
in three years’time she had managed to do
a little more than make uptfor their loss,
and in another three years had raised the
volume of her trade far beyond the point it
had reached in any former year. She did—
what she is now endeavoring to do—she
found new and profitable markets; and m
her trade with ‘the United States she
made the best of a bad bargain, and
contrived under alrered terms to use it
still with some advantage to herself. She
is better placed now than she has been at|
any previous time. Her internal com-
munications are fair'y complete. She has
harbors on both'coasts to the East and
to the West ; she can send her products
where she will—to India,to China, to the
Australian colonies and to ourselves ; and
in one direction or in another she will
find an ample equivalent for the loss with
which she is new threatened. ”

These are chéeriug words, and they
are wise. Capmada is not disposed to
despairingly bewail her loss. She is
bound to help Herself and to show the
Americans, #s gh’e did twenty odd years
ago, that, valuabje as their trade is mﬁ:er,
she is not dependent on it for her ex st-
tence.

The Times has advice for Canada, as
well as encouragemsat. It advises her
to abandon the policy of protection to
native industries and to adopt a policy of
free trade with the world, the United
States, we presume, included. We are
afraid that there is uno party in the
Dominion prepared to follow this advice.
Under the policy of protection have
grown up interests which it would be un-
just, as well as unwise, to kill by the
adoption of a free trade policy. Besides,
there are muny who do not believe that
it would be good policy tu straugle
Canadian manufactures, which Lave been
fostered with such care during the past
twelve years, and transform Canada into
a purely agricultural country. This is
what the Times advises, but those who
desire to see Canada, when the right time
comes, take her place in the family of
nations, do not, wish to sec ber witheut
that diversiy of industries, without
which no country can become either rich
or independert.

men will consider it their duty to give it |
their support.

There may be some little difficulty
from the overweening conceit apd the
ridiculous ambition of one or two im-
practicable members, but their vagaries
and their unreasonableness will be as
offensive to the greater number of the
independent membe:rs as they will be to
the supporters of the Government ;
and they willin a very short time be,
though troublesome, as uninfluential as
impracticable self-seekers usually are.
The Government will, no doubt, have
