gan in the zoological gardens at Bombay,
and within thirty days had extended to
America. I want’ you 'to, take special
notice of this fact. - Nothing of the. sort
had ever occurred before or has ocourred
since. Male lions were attacked first in
. every instance.

| . The first symptoms were coughing and
sneezing, fellowed by loss of appetite and
blindness.  The legs swelled, something
like loekjaw set in, and within a week
after being attacked the beast was dead.
A few egcaped attack, as is ‘the case in
every epidemie, but so many succumbed
that the price of lions jumped to the
highest ﬁlgure ever known. Bombay,
Calcutts, Paris, Berlin and other Euro-
pean cities lost nearly every lion'in their
garderts, and hardly a circus in any coun-
try had an anifial of this species on ex-
hibition. The disease was confined to
lions alone, and it spread almost as fastas
the flight of a bullet.

Well, as you have inferred, along with
the ietter was an order for me to rush the
lion market as fastas possible. ' I was
alone in Quilimane, and had been 'ship-
ping about one lion per month. - The
beasts were trapped by the natives up
country, and as Liwas the only buyer in
the market I made my ‘'own prices. . For
a full grown male lion, not toe old, I paid
the sum of twenty-five dollars in eash,
