AGUINALDO

Denies That He Ordered the Killing of 
United States Prisoners.

Manila, July 17.—The organ of the 
Filipino insurgents in Madrid, Filipinos 
Antes Urepa, and published m that city, 
has printed an order from 'Aguinaldo, 
dated Paiaman, January, which directs 
the execution of all American prisoners. 
When questioned about this order to­
day, Aguinaldo said to the correspond­
ent of the Associated Press that he was 
always considerate of.prisoners, and de­
nied the authorship of the order in ques­
tion. He claimed that many orders had 
been issued by insurgent military offi­
cers in Jiis (Aguinaldo’s) name without 
his sanction. The United States mili­
tary authorities have documentary evi­
dence dated November 18, to the effect 
that the insurgent leaders contemplated 
creating a Philippine monarchy and no­
bility. Aguinaldo, when questioned, 
declined to discuss this matter.

ONE DAY SENSATION. '

Shooting at Cabinet Minister Less Ex­
citing Than French Duel.

Paris, July 17.—The firing of a pistol 
shot at M. Baudin, minister of publie 
works, -while he was driving to a cabi- 
net meeting yesterday, by Madame 
Olbewsky, has proved a “One day sen­
sation. ’ Explanations made today at 
the foreign office tend to diminish the 
sympathy for Madame Olzewsky and 
her husband, who say the act was com­
mitted in order to draw public atten­
tion to their poverty and misery. It 
appears the Olzewsky’s exaggerate the 
injury to their means of livelihood re­
sulting from arrest of Mr. Olzewsky in 
Italy, charged with being a spy, am* 
for which Italy refused compensation 
on the ground that arrest took placé 
under normal conditions. The foreign 
office treated M. Olzewsky well, giving 
him a position worth 5,000 francs a 
year. Instead of attending to his work 
himself, M. Olzewsky fanned it out to­
others, and thus reduced 
from it to 1,800 francs.
