The first case was that of Neil v. Nei-
son Electric Street Railway, with the
penalties amounting to about half a .
million dollars. The minister remitted
all the penalties except $100, and taxed
the costs of plaintiffs. alf of the fine
goes to the goyernment and half to the
informer. In the case of Neil v. Lenora
Tramway Company, the penalties claim-
ed were $80,000. Mr. Blair remitted
all except $50, costs, if any, to be tax-
able. In the case of the Colymbia Elec-
tric Railway Company, about two mil-
lion dollars in penalties! were claimed.
The minister reserved his deeision: in
'this case. It is just probable that all
will be remitted except about $500.
