The Premier's speech in full follows:

“Mr. Speaker, in rising to niove the
resolution on the order paper dealing
with the question of the attitude as-
sumed by myself as the representa-
tive for this province at the Ottawa
conference, I feel, sir, that since this
question of better terms has taken up
sa mueh of the space in the public
press, and taken up so much time and
attention generally on the hustings, ax
well as- in the halls ‘of this legisla-
ture, there is searcely any necessity
to go 'into the eavlier history of the
ogcurrences which have for a veryeon-
siderable ‘length of time made this
guestion a prominent one in the pub-
lic affairs of British Columbia. We
have had cause on several occasions

taking ‘up with the federal authorities
‘the guestion we are here dealing with
this afternoon.

“What has happene@ within the last
seven wyears in connection with this
subject? Let us for a moment recall
a mission in 1901 undertaken by the
then prime minister of British Colum-
bia, and the then attorney general. If
an examination is made of the returns
of the House submitted when those
gentlemen came baek te British Co-

.Jlumbia, F think I am safe in saying

that you will find within those docu-
ments most of the substantial evidence
upon which the case of the provinee
