WYCLIFFE COLLEGE.

Dean Baldwin Addresses the Students,
and Shows the Errors into Whick Many
¥reachers Fall.

The authorities of Wycliffe college took
advantage of the presence in the city of
very rev. the Dean Baldwin of Montreal
to secure him to address the students at-
tending that institution. Tho’ a very short
notice was given of the meeting, quite a
large number of the friends of the college
assembled yesterday afternoon to hear him.
He was introduced by the principal, Mr.
Sheraton, and began by speaking of the
pleasure it gave him to be present. ~ He
heartily endorsed ' their move; and would
have been glad to have assisted them in
their work. It was a work which God
would prosper, aud his blessing would
rest upon it, so long as they maintained
in their teaching that Christ is the Alpha
and Omega.

He intended saying a few words on the
work which they would soon go forth to
Eerform. Some had gone out and did not

now how to proceed. He proposed to give

them some rules by which they might be
guided, and hold up the mistakes commit-
ted by many preachers. Some may be elo-
quent, but there was nothing done to bring
sinners to Christ. They bronght before
their hearers some virtue or good quality
on which they delivered an eloquent dis-
course, but the name of Christ was not
mentioned, or perhaps it might be brought
forward at the close of the sermon. Tiil
man fails because he did not make Christ
the chief subject. The system should be
that Christ is the centre of, the bible. He
is the stone, rock and foundation on which
everything else depended. The bible con-
tained the history of the Israelites, of secu-
lar power, and of the church of Christ to
all eternity. He was the sum, the centre
and the tetality of the christian religion. In
your preaching, let Christ be the Friend of
your sermon. Some drew a pretty picture
of Him, but no one was impressed They
did not preach Him as a friend. He then
explaioed, by guoting several examples, the
effect a friend has on persons in trouble and
how easily their heart is won by him. The
great defeet inthe preaching of many was
that they did not preach Christ as a sympa-
thizing friend, ‘‘s man of sorrows and sc-
quainted with griefs.” If this was not
done the sermons became as cold as the
ice! of the Arctic regions. He ex-
horted them when they stood up to preach
not to endeavor to make their hearers
philanthropists or Fhilotophen but_the
sons and daughters of the living God, and
to remember that the people they address
are not blocks of wood or stone but living
persons.

In conclusion he asked them to place the
work of the spirit in its true light. A
preacher m?{hymwh Christ and yet nothing
results. is was because H{ was not
bronght in contact with those who are
lgirituslly dead. They must know Him as
the seal, unction and pledge. If they
would preach Him with power they must
laok to themselves and see that He dwells
in them. They must seek to be subservient
to the spirit, for if they be high and haughty
the Lord will leave them tothemnfvea.
The word of God should be the centre of
all their studies and he bid them to beware
of rationalism on the one side and Roman-
ism on the other. He closed by saying that
from the deepest recesses of his heart he
wished the college to prosper and expand.

The address was listened to attentively
throughout and he was heartily applanded
by the students at the close.

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STEEL RAIL DEPRESSION.
v
Prespect of 20,000 Werkmen Having to
Nzw York, Nov. .”._—-Tlge Herald’s
Chicago correspondent says: The Joliet Iron
and Steel company are determined to close
their works on or before, Dec. 1. Other
western companies making Bessemer steel,
expect to follow suit speedily, thus throw-
ing out of employment 20,000 workmen.
The Joliet company give as their reason
the fact that a majority of congress hostile
to the maintenance of the present tariff
have been elected; another reason is the
decline in price of steel rails, Within
three months they have dropped from $50
to$45. A few days ago the Scranton com-
pany lowered the price to $42. The
North Chicago mill will. probably be shat
down by Dee. 15, while the Union
mill will kee, on long  enough
to complete the orders on hand
which can be furnished in less than 60
days, At this time last year they had
orders on their books sufficient to keep them
golng nine months. Workiuen are terribly
epressed at#the prospect. They were not
among the strikers last summer, but were
taxed heavily to maintain those who
struck. This cessation of work at the be-
ginning of winter is looked forward to with
ﬂﬂe lggrehm'on. The president' of the
orth Chicago company says the closing is
due to decline in ﬁnca and disproportion-
ate wages, and the probability that the
tariff on steel rails will be reduced 14 per
ton from 20. The decline in prices has
been due to the decreased demand, which,
however, depended on the belief of railway
constructors that they would be able to buy
rails at nearly their own figures by holding
off a little while.

4 DRINKING WOMAN’S END.

Dies in the Marine Hospital, Quebee, From
Seif-inflicted Wounds.

QuEeBEC, Nov. 20.—A sad case resulting
frem the effects of liquor coupled with
negligence on the part of some public of-
ficials has just terminated in the death of a
hitherto respectable woman.  Margaret
Burns, widow of the late Alex. Kirkwood,
a respectable woman but unfortunately oc-
casionally given fo drink had heen indulg-
ing her appetite for stimulants for some two
months past and under their influence she
had become violent and Lad been there-
fore placed by friends in  the
marice hospital on Monday last.
On Frida{ night she became so violent
that in' the absence of Dr Cottelier, the
house surgeon, the two medical students
in ch d the women placed in a cell.
The noise of the fire in the chimney ad-
ining seems to have imbued the woman
with the idea that some one wanted to burn
her alive and she made. violent exertions to
ﬁt out, but, failing in' this, said she would

1l herself. Securing a piece of glass
she at once threw herself on the
floor and commenced stabbing herself with
it and sncceeded in inflicting several fright-
ful wounds, one of them severing the wind.
pipe. Strange to say neither the night
nurse 1n ing the rounds nor the
nrfoon( 0 was informed of the woman’s
violence on his return to the hospital at 9
o’clock) visited Mrs, Kirkwood during the
night. Next morningat 5 o’clock the nurse
found her on the floor cold and bleeding to
death. - She died last night. An inquest is
being held.

BerLiN, Nov 201t is believed that De
Giers, now conferring with Bismarck, is
attempting to form a coalition in opposition
to the isk eastern policy, and especial-
ly with reference to the Egyptian question.
&e will go to Vienna to see the Austrian
minister of foreign affairs.

LoNpoN, Nov 20—A Berlin despatch
says that De Giers states that the impres-
sions he received at Carsen were most
satisfactory. The conditions of affairs in
France were especially discussed. - De Giers
at an audience with the Emperor, informed
him that Bismarck and he agreed on all es-
sential points.

France in Africa.

Paris, Nov. 20—The committee to whom
the Congo treaty made by DeBrazza was
referred unanimously favor its ratification.
It was resolved to propose the appointment
of a scientific and commercial commission
to accompany DeBrazza on his return to
Africa.
