The Great _Lonvention of Educationists
" to be Held at Toronto s
in July. -

Very few of our citizens have yet begun
realize the importance and magnitude of the
convention whichisto be beld in Toronto
from July 14 to 17 next by tne National
Educational Association of the United
Btates. This will be the first time that the
asrociation, which was  organized in 1857,
has met outside of Uncle Sam’s-domain, and
on this occasion the meeting will be of an

_international character, the Canadian teach-
ers and educationists taking part in the
proceedings, at which some 14,000 or 15,000
visitors are expected to be present.

The convention last year was held at St.
Paul, Minnesota, at which about 14,000 were
present, and at that meeting a joint invita-
tion from the Toronto City Council, the
education department of the various pro-
yinces of the Dominion and the Ontario
Teachers’ Association was extended to hold
tie convention of 1891 at Teronto, which was
subsequently accepted. For the past two
or three months a large committee of citi-
gens have been actively-engaged in forming
plans for the werking'up of a large attend-
ance of visitors and providing for their re-
eeption and entertainment during the time
of the. convention. The local Executive
Committee is composed as follows: Chair-
man, Mr. J. L. Hughes; viee-chairman, Mr.

The Program.

The’ official program, a 24:page pamphlet
with ' bandsomely lithographed covers, of
which 100,000 will be issued, is now being
printed in this city. Of these 90,000 will
be mailed to the United States, ad-
dressed  wrappers for which have
been received - from the secretary of
the Natiopal Association and the balance to
the teachers of Canada. The postage on
these alone will be $1000, and it may be well
here to'mention that the grants which the
Toronto committee are now applying for

“from the City Cou.cil and the Outario Legis-
llature are required for and are intended to
be used exclusively for the legirlative ex-
penses and not for the purposes of entertain-
‘ment, us has been wrongfully inferred in
gpome directions.

*Through the .efforts ' of - Mr. William
Edgar, General Passenger Agent of the
Grand Trunk Railway, and Mr. D. McNicoll,
General Passenger Agent of the Canadian
Pacific, most of the tratfic associations in the
United States have agreed to sell tickets to
Toronto for the convention at one fare,
plus $2, the membership fee, and it is ex-
pected that every railway north of the Gulf
of Mexico will make a similar agreement
before the time for the meeting arrives.
The single-fare rate in. Canada willcover from
the Atlantic to the Pacific, and the tickets
will be good outsidé of a certain radius,
to return up till the middle of September.
"'his time allowance will also apply.to most
of the roads in the States, and as most of the
visitors will be on their summer vacation a
large number of them wiil doubtless spend
several weeks in Canada. 3
How to Accommodate the Visitors.
This is a 1natter that will tax the ingenuity
of the Hotel and Entertainment Committee.
They bave no fear, however, if they receive
the co-operation of the citizens, but that
they will be able to do this satisfactorily. 1ln
most of the cities where the meetings of the
association have been held the best class of
citizens have been among the first to volun-
teer to.open their houses for the accommoda-
tion of the delegates, and it is hoped that
Toronto citizens will be equally hospitable in
this respect. At least one-half of the visitors
will be ladies, who will prefer private board
to being at hotels, and which will be fully
taken up by the sterner sex. The committee
will meet shortly to promulgate an efficient
system for locating visitors on their arrival
here. Toronto never had a better oppor-
tunity for making itself known throughout
the length and breadth of North America,
and it behoves its citizens to see that every
precaution is taken to properly accommodate
and entertain its guests on this occasion.

simplicity of Life—~The Patriarchal Sys-
tem —Habitations—Brigandage.
Since the assassination of M. BaltchefE,

"the Finance Minister at Sofia, cable reports
‘have been daily received in regard to Bul-
garia. On theeve of the important events
involving the peace of Europe, and which

may suddenly oceur thers, it is interesting
to throw a rapid glance, not at the historical
or political status of the Balkan principality,
which'is already well-known, but at the do-
mestic life of the Bulgarians under their
new Prince, According to)M. Jules Moanier,
who has lived for some time at Sofia, in &
situation permitting him to see and ehserve
everything, the social life of the Bigarian

peasants and city residents has not been

changed appreciably from what it was 14
years ago, before the: Turkish war,
which freed the country from the Turks.
For instance, the Ottoman views regarding
the status of the woman have penetrated
forcibly though not to the sam>extent of
exclusivism in the manners and ideas of the
Buigarian Christians. p to the present
time not a single lady of Sofia has attempted
to imitate her sisters of Vienna, Paris and
Berlin by opening a salon and organizing so-
ciety receptions. ~ The statesmen and officials
in Bulgaria, no matter how amiable they
really are, never invite foreigners to their
homes. Their manner of living is the most
siuuplesand frugal. The distance separating
the statesman, the professor, the lawyer, the
military otficer from the peasant is simply
an affair of education., Whoever knows
how to read and write is elizible to the Na-
tional Assembly, where shepherds clad in
sheepskins sit side by side with elegant poli-
ticians in dress coats.

The generous liberality, says M. Monnier,
in "l,’é’uiv\srs Iiiustre,” with which Prince
Ferdinand receives at the palace forms a
contrast with the primitive frugality of "the
pative society in Sofia. Tne palacs is a fine
edifice, in the midst of a garden, command-
ing a coarming view of the soowy peaks of
Mount Vitoscn, On crossing the threshold,
it seems as if one passed from a semi-barbar-
ous region into full European civilization.

Atteation is called immediately to the vast
and bandsome antechamber. - It was there
thas Prince Alexander of Battenberg was
compelled to sign his abdication by a band of
couspirators. T'he hall is fillsad with stuffed
bears and rare birds, which remind the
visitor of Prince Ferdinand's taste for nat-
ural history. The rooms on the ground
floor are occupied by the body servants and
chamberlains, Here and there are seen guns
and otner accessories, which call to mind
tae constant danger of a palace or military
couspiracy.

The residences of the highest class of so-
ciety never have wmore than two stories, and
tue largest numnber ouly have one story,
raised avove a basement. Tuoey are all built
in the sawe fashion. Tne house is in a gar-
den or a yard, with a fountain in the midil'e.
It is here that ablutious are performed by
the family, for tuere is no apparatus for
washing and toilet-inside the houses. When-
ever a guesl expresses the wish to wash his
nands a maid servant approaches with a
small jug and a small wascbowl. The guest

nolds bis hands over the bowl while she pours
Then she offers

the water in a thin stream,
a napkiu, and the operation is completed.
Iue wditference of the Oriental Caristians
toward the merits ot water and soapisa kind
of reaction against the precepts of tne Koran,
walca require the faituful to wasa toem-
selves five tune a day.

I'he peasauts coustitute four-fifths of the
whole Bukzarian populavion. Many of them
live in common, as they did huadreds of
years ago, even before the conquest of the
country by the Octamans. Tuere are no
veggars, for tue needy and the old are taken
care of by the family, or by the commonalty,
or Zadruga, wiiuch is a nucleus formed by
the uuion of some dozen families. The mem-
vers have all in common, with the exception
of their clothes. There isa common table
and a home, as well asa provision of grain
ani a swall treasure. All submit to the
authority of the Staresnind, or family father,
elected Dy a vote, and ordinarily one of the
oldest members of the commonalty. Thoe
rural populition in Bulgaria isfrugal, pros-
perous and industrious, the country
18 fertile and still Buigaria 18 far from being
an agricultural paradise. The system of
cuitivating 18 extremely simple.
