Orrawa, June 15.—For exactly one hour
and ten minutes this afternoon Sir Richard
Cartwright occupied the time of the House
in putting 31 questions to the Government
with reference to the letters, receipts, etc.,
which have appeared recently in The To-
ronto Globe. At the end of the first long
question, Sir John. Thompson gravely re-
plied:  *“The members of vernment
who receive The Globe are aware of the
publications referred to.” This reply was
made to the first seven gquestions, after
which Sir John contented bimself. with
saying, “ Same-answer,” After these pre-
liminary questions Sir Richard asked the
firsy ofr{i- series of ten es to what the Gov-
ernment intendedto do. 1t was as follows:
““Whether Government have observed
that the %wn, if anthentic, prove
that a very large Yund was created and placed
in the hands of the said Hon. Thomas Mgc-
Greevy for the purpose of influencing the
election in the several constituencies re-
ferred to and that the said fund was re-
gularly distributed in accordance with a
careful preconcerted arrangement.” To
this Sir John Thompson @ the follow-
inﬁ reply, which fully, covers the position
taken by the Government with respect to
this attempt on the part of Sir Richard to
re-open the Caron matter. :

. _. Sir John Thompson’s Reply.
_ “The publieation of the statements and
‘documents quoted in the preceding ques-
tions, referring as they do to expenditures
alleged to have been made in the
vear 1887 in the elections for the
Parliament whose term .expired in
1891, was evidently ‘made in pursuance of
the charges which were preferred in this
House by vhe hon, member for West On-
tario, and which were interpreted by that
entleman and two or three members of this
i[ouu in opposition to the Government
as charges that the Postmaster had divert-
ed by subsidies from the purpose for which
they were granted by receiving for election
purposes large sums of money out of such
subsidies uug out of moneys raised on the
credit of such subsidies; and so forth, as
stated m the resolution of this House
on May 4, 1892, This House
on that day reso{ved that it was expedient,
that inquiry should be made as to the truth
or*falsity of the allegations and charges,
and that the evidence relating to the same
should be taken by commissioners under
the statute which provides for such in-
uiries being made. by - commissioners, and
that the evidence when ‘taken should be
laid before this House., Two eminent
judges have been selected to be such com-
missioners, and their appointment has been
approved by the House without
any dissent 'being expressed as to
thejr fitness and impartiality.
Ample powers are being conferred on the
commissioners, and when their labors are
concluded the result of such labors will be
laid before the Houl:; l'ﬂI‘: such action as
may seém proper under the circumstances.
Thz_eonrgmr;t do not intend to ask the
House to interfere with that investigation,

- or to substitute for it a'methqd of investi:|

ation which would be less complete atfd
ess impartial, nor do they propose in the
meantime to express any opinion on the
questions which that inquiry will involve
or on the facts which are to be proved or
disproved betore the commissioners.”
