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enough before the additional charges were
levied, and it hardly seems fair that Cana-
dians, from whose exchequer the road has
been most liberally subsidized, should be
forced: to pay extravagantly high rates to
earn ‘a, dividend on the cost of & road,
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The Country Roads Question,

It is one of the anomalies of modern life
that after so many centuries of experience
the average highways to-day, outside towns
and cities, are not built or maintained as
efficiently as the great roads constructed by
the Romans in the early years of the Chris-
tian era.

Throughout England the main lines of
railway run on the lines lsid out and built
nearly two thousand years ago. Those
roads td-day are, and ever since have
been, models of engineering skill of
that = character. Away from those
great highways, until the days of Met-
calfi and McAdam, the country roads of
England were af rough aod difficalt to
travel as our most, neglected ones in back
townships. ;

We need” not, however, go many miles
from this city to see highways ot a highly
primitive character, which in the spring,
full and winter months, before snow allows
the' use of sleighs, are most difficult to
traverse. If the waste of time, the damage
done to vehicles, the obstrustion to business
caused by bad roads could be calculated we
are satisfied that it wonld far exceed the
sum required to place them and to maintain
them in better condition. Not only so, but
good roads would prevent those numerous
accidents’ by which lives and limbs are
sucrificed.

The system of raising the necessary funds
for road maintenance is somewhat anti-
quated. The imposition of what is called
‘‘statute labor” is a relic of by-gone days,
‘when those in the immediate vicinity of.
public highways were alone their users,
when money was scarce, when the exchange
of commodities was the ordinary form of
trade, and when the time of the ratepayers
was only equal in value to that of laborers.

There is  something grotesque in serving
vast numbers of modern ratepayers with
notices that they are called upon to do
“statute labor” on eountry roads. It
would be a sight worth traveling far to see
to witness lawyers, physicians, storekeep-
ers, bankers, clerks and the whole body - of
rural dudes, putting in gheir ‘‘statute
labor” duty, with pickaxes, shovels, wheel-
barrows and stone-breaking hammers. The
allowance of about §1 per day would, we
fear, be an excessive onme for their ser-
vices.

The statute labor system should be abol-
ished in law, as it is in practice, and the
cost of the work of road maintenauce be
universally and equitably levied upon’ the
whole body of ratepayers.

The toll-gate system is 'sound in theory
but highly ' obnoxions in working. It
is reasonable that those  who use
roads should pay for' their construc-
tion and repairs. ~ In the neighborhood
of cities and towhs the county roads are
very largely used by those who pay nothing
for them, except by toll-gate fees.

On the other, hand the roadsy sidewalks
and other accommorations of city and town
life. are freely -enjoyed by country  people
without charge. The adjustment’ of the
cosp of suburban roads soas to place .the
buriden of their maintenance equitably
up&n the rural and urban population ‘is
doubtlese a difficult problem, which is solved
in a rough way by toll-gates.

The relative expense of keeping up
such roads can be judged by the fact that
such-costs vary from $9800 per mile near to
cities to $150 per mile at some distance
away, the scale falling about §150 to $200
evex:y three or four miles, as the cities re-
cede.

This question is exciting great interest in
the States,:where a powerful ‘National
League for Good Roads” is, being formed in
many States. Conferences will shortly be
held to discuss this question. We should
be glad to see a similar movement com-
menced in Canada, where the system of
maintdining roads and raising the necessary
revenue for this work needs revising and
amendment.

Canadian Barley in Eugland,

In the London, Eng., correspondence of
The Globe there yesterday appeared an in-
terview regarding the possibilities for Cana-
dian barley in the English market.

It was not at all in the line of argument
so usually pursued by that paper. Nothing
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is said about the unnaturalness of the
market or of the 3000 miles of ocean rolling
between the two countries. The market is
there, and Canada can obtain her share of
it under certain conditions. This is the
tenor of the article. And the conditions
are stamina and  patience  enough
to compete with other producing
pations. Those who know the Canadian
people know that they“ate not. lacking in
these desirable qualities. They inherit it
from their forefathers, and it bas only been
the utterances of a digloyal press that have
prevented them from exercising these quali-
ties to better advantage. ;

The interviewed is the firm of L. Norman
& Co. of East India-avenue, Leadenhall-
street, ‘‘who have lovg,” to quote The
Globe’s own words, ‘“‘enjpyed a very high
reputdtion’ in comnectioh with the sup-
ply of brewing and  distilling requi-
sites, and who have exceptional opportuni-
ties of estimating the trade outlook.”

Mr. Norman says: “‘Canadian barley has
undoubtedly been doing badly this year.”

A lot of work
has been put into the attempt during the
last twelve months to bring Canadian bar-
ley. under the notice of English buyers, and,
petaorially, we: should like to see and think
there ought.to be some result from:' it.
With better facilities in the way of rates
the trade should have a future before it.”

A thing easily obtained is, as a rule, of
little value. On the verdict of an expert it
is possible for Canadian barley to get a grip
on the English market. Wehave got it for
cheese. - We are getting it for eggs, butter
and beef. And our shipments of all these
products of the field, dairy and farm to the
Mother Country will continue to grow just
in proportion ‘as our methods of preparing
and shipping them improve. John Bull's
taste is nice and his eye critical, and when
we once oObtain his favor his custom will be
assured.

A False Ananlogy.

A public speaker of some prominence
asked a few days ago, “Why should a gen-
erous people who have rejected a Mercier
as a ruler of a province impose a Thompson,
avowedly of the same school, on the Do-
minion "

This enquiry assumes that Mr. Mercier
was dismissed from the Premiership of Que-
bec because he was of the same *‘school” as
Sir John Thompsen. The assumption is a
grosservor.  Mr. Meicier was not rejected
"because hé did or did not belong to any
school. He is no longer Premiier of Quebec,
because those who belong to the same
school as himself condemned his boodling
practices, which dishonored that school and
scandalized the province, Mr. Mercier was
replaced by Mr. De Boucherville, who be-
longs to the same school as Mr. Mercier and
Sir John Thompson, So that the people
who “‘rejected a Mercier” imposed a ruler
upon their province avowedly of the same
school as the one they rejected.

As soon as Sir John Thompson enters up-
on the same course as Mr. Mercier, the
course which brought that politician to
ruin, we, and those who support Sir John,
will give him the same treatment as Mr.
Mercier got, but as long as he lives above
reproach, as he has hitherto done, no man
who respects civil and religious liberty will
denounce him because of his creed.

Communication With the Dead.

The “‘paychical crank,” and we do not use
the word insultingly of England to-day, is
W. T. Stead, the editor.  He believes in
ghost stories, in telepathy, in spiritualism,
and yesterday ecame’ the cable news that
“he believes that the possibility of com-
municating with the dead will soon.be
established by scientific proof.” The
psychical enthusiast of America is B. O.
Fiower, editor of The Arena, a
Boston magazine, that deals .with
live subjects that ordinary magazines ignore.
Well, Mr. Flower, whose magazine for
January came to hand yesterday, in an ar-
ticle dealing with psychical phenomena,
winds up thus: “From the evidence already
adduced, I repeat my conviction that we
are on the threshold of a new world of
knowledge.” 1In a preceding paragraph he
shows bow information that comes through
visions might be used for the benefit of the
parties interested. Well, it is rather an
astonishing circumstance and somewhat in-
dicative of thought transference  that these
two editors, separated by a wide sea, shouid
abont the same time be predicting a similar
discovery. Of course they may be in league,
but it does not look so. At all events, the
tacts that these two editors have narrated
and continue to narrate on this entrancing
topic are, to say-the least, sufficient to give
pause to us who are in the habit of laugh-
ing at them.

THE GRAND TRUNK.
General Manager mﬁ!xp!m His

Views—The United States Largely
Benefited by the G.T.B. ;
MoxNTREAL, Jan. 8.—Mr, L. J. Seargeant,
the general manager of the Grand Trunk
Railway Company, has given his views in
regard to the ramored intention of President
Harrison to issue a proclamation abolishing
the privileges of Canadian railways. e
Seargeant says: “My views on the ques-
tion may be very briefly expressed. In the
first place, the Grand Trunk is in point of
fact ‘the intermediate link between the
American States, It has its terminus at
Portlaud, where there is established a line
of steamships, and there is a large export
and import traffic via Portland and Maine,
which would not exist if it was not for the
Grand Trunk, as there is no adequate load-
ing of steamships at Portland and no suffi-|
cient local traffic. to induce vessels to go
there. There is also a considerable coast
traffic between Portland und Halifax.
Having regard to these and other circum-
stances the Grand Trunk Railway may cer-
tainly be regarded as a. United States line,
not only s regards state to state traffic,
but also traffic between Canada and the
United States. In point of fact it is an in-
ternational line. It is quite clear that any
injury done to the Grand Trunk Railway
must ‘also be inflicted npon the citizens of
the United States. For ingtance, we are at
many points geographically -nearer certain
points in the east than rival American lines,
and it would be a matter of niecessity, if any
obstacles were interposed to the free transit
of freight between the west and the east, to
forward such freight by more ecircuitous
routes and at heavier charges than the
Grand Trunk is now able to give. But the
guonlon arises, why should anything be
one to injure the Grand Trunk Railway?
I speak simply for the Grand Trunk, as it
is not my business to speak for any other
road. The Grand Trunk bas been a bene-
factor both to the United States and to Can-
ada; to carry outits policy it has expended
£60,000,000 sterling, and it yearly expends
vast amounts in the States and in Canada in
wages, buildings, ete. It has large shops
at Battle Creek; Nichols, Port Huron
and Portland in the States and' at various
points in Canada, and at all these places
money is being spent aud many families
supported by means of the Grand Trunk.
The effect of the United States striking a
blow at the Grand Trunk would be to put a
stop to all this. It would also cause
terrible inconvenience to our allies, the
Central Vermont, the Erie and West Shore
and the other lines indicated on the Niagara
frontier, which ' have communication with
the Wesn by thigsystem. Unfortunately it
has been. circulated alL Washington and
other places that the Grand ‘Trunk has
broken the provisions of the Interstate
Commerce law; that it does not
observe them, ' and that  therefore
it hasa very great advantage over the
American lines. 1 say ' unhesitatingly thas
the Grand Trank "%hilway observes the
provisions of the act] if not more faithfully,
at least as faithfully as any American line.
The tariffs issued from time to time by the
Grand Trunk in respect to local'aud through
traffic have been submitted to the commis-
sioners so far as the act requires, and they
are now on record. No other charges have
been made. Asto the rumored intention
of the President to take action ugainst the
Canadian roads, I say again that no action
of an inhibitory character can be taken
against the Grand Trunk Railway without
atfecting the interests of the citizens of the
United States, and that the Grand Trunk
is a public benefactor to the United States
and to Canada. Iputitin this way for
the reason that the net earnings of the road
are not sufficient to pay ‘the interest on the
preferred stock. Furthermore, I ‘declare
that there is no reason for the United
States taking unfriendly action against the
Grand Trunk.”
