In Single Court the Chancellor dur<
ring the Divisional Court lunch hour
heard some urgent motions, his fast
being much appreciated by litigants
of all creeds anxious to escape the pro-
verbial delays of the law. Mr. Justice
Ferguson is not able to leave his house

In response to a telegram
from the Chancellor it is understood
that Mr. Justice Meredith wired that
he had sufficiently recovered from his
recent indisposition to hold Single
Court and will, therefore, preside on
Thursday.
A Plate Glass Decision

Mr. Justice MacMahon has given
judgment in McCausland v. Hill in
favor of the plaintiffs. The case was
tried on Oct. 30, at the non-jury sit-
tings. The learned judge holds that
the agreement made by defendant Hin
in restraint of trade is valid and that
in consequence he must not engage in
the plate glass business with Pearson
or any one else under the name of the
Toronto Plate Glass Importing Co. The
injunction asked is made  perpetual,
with full costs of action and motion
for interim injunction. Ritchie, Q.C.,
and Ludwig for plaintiffs. Biggs,Q.C.,
and Lewis, Q.C., for defendant.

A Cestly City Derrick.

In Wilson v. Gibbard the Chancery
Divisional Court gave judgment dis-
missing the appeal with costs, holding
that the case was not within the law
regarding unjust preferences. George
