They are not giving one
cent more in proportion to the ever in-
creasing need, and nearly all the large
missionary societies aré more or less
crippled tor want of funds, and are con-
tinually appealing for help.

Why do
christian people persist in believing what
the Word of God does not authorize them
to believe ? It speaks very plainly, and
in language not hard to understand, It
tells us that in the latter days wicked
men shall wax worse and worse, II Tim.
111:13. The proportion of wicked men

than that of good men. It tells us that
at the close of this present evil sge
ple shall love pleasure more than God
and that they shall recognize a form of
godliness, but deny the power, II Tim.
III:1-5. Conditions in the world prove
emphatically that the ‘‘sure word of pro-
hecy”’ is being alarmingly fulfilled, and
if we are wise men and women Wwe shall
believe what the old Book says, even if
the truth does cut deeply. ~Let me tell
you, sir, that the BUSINESS OF THE
CHURCH is to “‘preach the gospel” of the
grace of God to all nations, FOR A WIT-
NESS, then shall the end come. Nearly
every nation has now had the gospel as a
witness and the end of the age is drawing
nigh, When the last person of ‘‘the
elect” has been added to the church
through the preaching of the gospel, then
“the Lord himself shall demend‘fmm
heayen with a shout, with the voice of
the archangel, and with the trump of
God ; and the dead in Christ shall rise
first ; then we which are alive and re-
main shall be caught up together wxgh
them in the clouds to meet the Lord in
the air ; and so shall we ever be with the
Lord” II Thess. 4:16-17. This is surely
not ‘‘astonishing doctrine” and heresy.
It is the truth of God’s holy word, and if
Mrs, Bryson or any one else denies it,
then they belong to the heretical class,
and not me, I believe every word of the
Bible, and I believe it means just what it
says, but Mrs, Bryson seemingly does
not, or she would not have written
against me as she has done. Inmy first
letter I merely quoted from God’s Word,
and expressed my belief in it, and be-
caunse of that I have been branded as a
teacher of false doctrine, I wonder ‘if
Mrs. Bryson realizes the seriousness of
such an accusation in these days when
one’s influence is so potential? She refers
to such men as Wycliffe, Luther, Calvin,
Latimer, Knox, and the Puritans as ex-
amples of world reform. Whatever her
source of information was I can only say
that it is far from being reliable or auth-
oratitive, I want to tell Mrs. Bryson
that all these noble reformers reterred to
stood for reformation of doctrines, but
not for world reform. They were men
who believed the Scriptures and knew
perfectly well that the church could not
reform the world, but they labored and
died to reform the church and to give to
the people pure doctrines of truth and
that was what the great Reformation
stood for ; but world reform is an entirely
different question. The Puritans, after
suifering patiently in England for con-
science sake, fled to Holland where they
lived in obscurity for eleven years, Know-
ing that they could not reform conditions
in England they at last stepped abroad
the ‘‘Mayflower’” and crossed the
Atlantic, and 4in due time landed on
Plymouth Rock, and in this new contin-
ent they worshipped God as their con-
science dictated. I want to tell you, Mr.
Editor, that the reason why I have been
placed on a level with heretics is because
I have always stood up for the truth of
the pre-millennial coming of our Lord
Jesus Christ ever since I came to Wat-
ford, This truth is not popular, I'll
grant you, and it is not preached from
our pupits as it ought to be, but many
of the finest thinkers and best Jleaders
in all our denominations cherish this
great truth, for they know full well that
the only remedy for the blighting curse
of worldliness and materialism, which
characterizes the church today is a re-
vival of ‘“‘that blessed hope and the glor-
ious appearing of the great God and
our Savour Jesus Christ,”” Titus II:13.
The acceptance of this great truth does
not in the least interfere with the useful-
ness of any person. On the other hand
it increases his activity amd zeal in seek-
ing to save humanity, Mrs., Bryson
expresses ‘‘the hope that I may yet be
led to forsake the erroneous beliefs into
which I have fallen, and walk in the old
paths once again and find rest.,” I
would like to tell Mrs. Brysom, very
earnestly, to take this advice to herself,
for she stands very much in need of it,
along with many more in and around
Watford, who are not greatly concerned
as to what TRUTH is, or what it is not,
She is a Methodist I understand. let
me point out that the ‘‘false doctrine’”
which she accuses me of teaching is
strictly METHODIST DOCTRINE. John
Wesley and his associates in the early
Methodist movement were out and out
pre-millennialists in their faith and hope,
Charles Wesley was, and is known as
the pre-millennial poet His sweet
songs and hymns abound with
pre-millennial views, He composed
nearly 7,000 hymns, but the Methodist
church have discarded 5,000 because
l_.hey were pre-millennial, The following
is a sample of one ot them :—
‘Lol He comes with clouds descending,
Once for favored sinners slain; _
Thousand thousand saints attending..
Swell the triumph of His train,
Hallelujah!
God appears on earth to reign.”
Thomas Coke, another prominent early
Methodist was an enthusiastic pre-mii-
lennialist. + All the men whom Mrs,
