See to'it that your wife has ‘every
convenience, Make her life worth liv
ing. Never allow her to become a sexr
vant. Wives, weary and worn; mothers,
wrinkled and bent before their time,
fill homes with grief and shame.

“ Whereas, it has pleased Divine Provi~
dence to remove from our midst—"
Have plenty. of air and plenty of
warmth, Comfort is health. Do not
imagine anything is unhealthy simply
because it is pleasant, This is an old
and _foolish idea.

Let your children sleep. - Do not
drag them from their beds in the darks~
ness of night. Do not compel them to
wssociate all that is tiresome, irksome

| and dreadful with cultivating the soil.

In this way you bring farming into
hatred and disrepute. Treat your chil~
dren with infinite kindness—treat them
as equals. There is no happiness in a
home not filled with love. Whete tne
husband hates his wife—where the wife
hates the husband; where children hate
their parents and each other—there " is
a hell upon earth.

There no reason why farmers
should not be the kindest and most cul-
tivated of men. There is nothing in
plowing the fields to make men cross,
cruel and crabbed. To look upon . the
gurny slopes covered with daisies does
not tend to make men unjust.  Who
ever labors for the happiness of those
he loves, elevates himself, no matter
whether he works in the dark and
dreary shops, or in the perfumed fields.
To work for others is,. in_reality, .the
only way in which .a man _works, for
himself. Selfishness is ignorance. Spec
ulators cannot make unless somebody
loses. In the realm of speculation
every success has at least one victim.
I'he barvest reaped by the farmer bene
fits all dnd injures noone. For him to
succeed it is not necessary that some
should fai'. The same is true of all
produgers+of all laborers.

I can imagine uo condition that car
ries with it such a promise of joy as
that of the farmer in early winter, He
has his cellar filled —be has made every
pre} a-ation for the days of soow and
storm—he looks forward to three
months of ease and, rest; to three
months of fireside content; = three
months with wife and children ; three
months of long delightful evenings;
three months of home; three months o!
solid comfort.

When the life of a farmer is such as 1
have deseribed, the cities and towns
will not be filled with want—the streets
will not be crowded with wrecked
rogues, broken bankers, and bankrupt
speculators. The fields will be tilled,
and country villages, almost hidden by
trees, and vines, and flowers, filled with
industrious ‘and happy people, will
pestle like gems on every plain.

The idea must be done away with
that there is something intellectually
degrading in cultivating the soil. No
thing can be miore noble than to be
useful, Idleness should not be respect
ed,

If farmers ‘will ‘cultivate well, and
without waste ; if they will so build
that their houses will be warm in win
ter-and coal in summer; If they wili
plant trees and beautity their homes;

It is no business of mine to en-
qiire how much confidence his rivils in
trade, who knew his habits of thouglht and
action better than I, will repose in these
statements of his, as the guides and mo-
tives of the great merchant,  Bat as the
matared judgment of the greatest dry-
goods man the city of New York has ever
seen, they are worthy of being set down
and made much of. His success was not a
sudden result of lucky speculation. He
did ot speculate in personal or real pro-
perty. I never heard of Iris over-reaching
anybody, by trick, deceit or bluster. He
was reputed to be & bard man, Justice
was with him, as it ought to be with all
men, & higher virtue than geuerosity. I
have heard that he did not give his note
when he bought the goods of a neighbor,
but made him wait for the pay til} it suit-
ed h: convenience of the great Mr. Stew-
art, though the smaller dealer suffered for
want of it. These things may not be true,
And they do not aftect the two principles
he proposed to me as the governing rules
of his business.—Ex.
