LADIES' FUR JACKETSAbolition of Debt Imprisonment.

The act abolishing imprisonment for debts 
comes into force on the 1st of May next. 
Provision, however, of a very stringent char­
acter is made to meet cases where persons 
who really are in position to pay will not 
pay. Under a new law when a judgment 
has been obtained against a person the ervd 
itor has to secure an order from a comn.i - 
sinner, judge, magistrate or justice of the 
peace to have the debtor arraigned. The 
order is served on the debtor to appear 
a certain day. The facts of the judgment 

then enquired into and the financial con­
dition of the debtor made known. The deb­
tor is ordered to pay the debt in a lump 
or instalments according to his circumstan- 

Should the debtor ignore the order to 
paya subsequent order for his arrest is is­
sued ami he is placed in jail until the further 
order of the court or until he decides to pay 
tlie money. Should the creditor, however, 
leave the debtor in jail for a period of 
days without seeking to have the matter 
settled in accordance with the act, the deb­
tor is discharged from custody 
can hold the creditor liable for the amount 
of money paid for his maintainence in jail. 
Any execution issued up to and including 
the 30th of April will not be interfered with 
by the new act, the service of the same 
being in compliance with the old act, al­
though the debtor is arrested after the 1st 
of May under such an execution.
