N. S. Legislature.

The Woman’s suffrage bill came up for 
its seccoud reading in tfie house of assembly, 
Wednesday afternoon, and at 11 o'clock at 
night it received the tnree months’ hoist on 
a vote of 21 to 12. Mr. Hemeon, in moving 
the second reading, made a strong plea for 
extending the franchise to women. He was 
followed by Attorney-General Longley, who 
spoke for two hours against the bill: Mr. 
Roche, of Halifax, and Mr. Grant of Fictou, 
and Mr. T. R. Black who spoke in favor of 
the bill. Mr. J. H- Sinclair, of Guysboroj 
Mr. E. E- Tupper, of Digby; Messrs. Mathe- 
soD, Wilcox and Wick wire, spoke against 
the bill. The galleries were crowded with 
ladies and others, and the good points made 
by the speakers were loudly applauded.

Hon. Mr. Fielding on Wednesday submit­
ted estimates for the year ending 90rh Sep­
tember, 1895. The probable revenue totals 
$833,063.58, among the principal sources 
being, subsidy, $320,000, mines royalties, 
$290,000, succession duties $20,000. Last 
year $250,000 was estimated from roy­
alties and was considered excessive, but just 
about that sum was realized, and this year it 
is placed at $40,000 above that figure, 
penditure chargeable to revenue is $832,968.- 
85, including $240,000 for education, $120,- 
650 for public charities (general hôpital end 
and insane asylum), $106,045 for roads and 
bridges, and $256,745 for debenture interest. 
The only notable increase is that for com­
mon school grants.
