St "i the use of corporal punishiment_was at times necessary, It should then be so
cmplayod as to increaso rather than diminish the aflection of the chilld, Me. W P
Laxton oxpressed his arecimont with tho positions taken in the paper  Thuend to be
arrived at was to watntain dlscipling, and it was 1 ot advisable to lav down cast fron
rulesas to tho particular fnstances fn which corporat punishment should ho admin.
isterad.  The President expreased thanks to Me. M.ilvey, on behal? of the nssociation,
for hissaluable paper which lte had so cueefully prepared and given. On motion of Mr,
Stewart, scemded by Mr. Acheson, tho assoclation requosted the publication of Mr,
Mulsoy s paper. It was resol. ed, on motion of Mr. Stowart, seconded by Mr. Uarmtt,
that Mr. Stewart Mulvey bo made an honemry member of the association, aud that he
ho notified by the Seeretery to thin effect, also that the Secretary convey to him the
thanks of the dssoclation for the help which he has so kindly given. Tho Prosident
bricfly addrexed the nasoclation,  He cx}»rc&wd himgell as surc that the sugyestiony
thrown out jn tho papers and 1n the discusslons would do wood particularly to the
teachers, but alxo to all others present. He urged the fmportance of all teachers
becoming members of the association.  He was evceadingly grateful to thove who had
taken up the matter this year. o recommemiad that all, both old and young, should
! take an fnterest in the work of the association , aml that none woulil consider himself
too youny or inexperienced to take part. A the Saviour drow from littlo children the
lessona that those about him should Tearn, so the least exporienced might toach exceed.
Ingly valuable lessons to those wlio were the most experiznced. I was within the
power of the teachem to make the ass ciation a succese amd a great good throughout
the proviree e hoped that those to whomn the committee might assign work for the
next convention wonld consider ¢ thelr solumn duty to dothe very bust they conld with
tho m\h{cc{s assigned.  In conclusion, hie oxpressad his intense satisfaction, in view of
the kindness and courteay the assoctation invariably receis e from tho press of the pro-
vince. He had always felt that they owed n :ircat deal to the press of the City of

ston, Rov. 3. B Silcox alilrexsedd tho assoclation briety, adyocating with much forco the
practico of nsistluye with the utost strictness upon absolute puuctuality.  Messrs,
Adams, McIntyre, Hunt and Ferguson, also Misy, Lafferty, spoke on the same subject.
The Prestdent then closed the discumsion with a fow reanarks,  He satd that the watter
was largely 1 the hands of the teachier e suggested that mak!ng the school a place
where the pupils ke to bo was the most effectual muans of promoting Jnctunlity of
attendance. In some respects the fewer the rules lafd down, the better. . Rules could
not be lald down that would apply ta every cazo.  Onc of the bust ways by which the
teacher should aluvto secure puncteality was by being punctual himself. 1t was a very
thing for teacheix to by late: but where they were ax ‘mnctlml a8 they onght
to be, the pupilswonld bie also,  Mr. Stewart then concluded hix rewmarks by stating
that he hac , for so1ne yoary, kept o note book In which ho had reconled hixobservations
upon school work, notiuy the varions difticuities with which he had et and the muans
by which he liad solved them  In visiting different schools he had noted how other
teachors hnd overvome particular ditticultics.

Mr. Fenuon
agread with the sentiments of the paper, but thought that a teacher lessencd the
cateem entertained for him by the parcnts of the chitdren whom he pue ished.  Dis-
cretion ahould bo used ns to the offenues for which corporal punishment aas emmloyed,
Mr, Hewitt helloved that a teacher would be all tho more *ed it he punished
udiciously, He should so punish that the child himself would acknowledye the pun.
shment to be Justly administored. Mr., Adams thought that a teacher would loso
esteem moro by currying favor thau by acting with manly independence. Pun‘shment
should be reduced tos minimwn,  An ounco of honest praise -not fulsome adulat.on—
went further thay & pound of correction, Tho lexs threatening cinployed, the better.
Punishment should be short, sharp, soon over and well fclt, anc_then no moro allusion
toit. Pupils should know that the teacher had power to punish. 3Mr Hunt was in
favor of punishing according to natural law, or making tac punishment liks the naturat
rosult of the offenco. Mr. Springer [lMugtrated the gwood cffocts resulting from corporat

peg for the willingness which thoy had Invariably shown to pulilish anything
worth publishing, Moved by Mr, Stowart, scconded by Mr. Acheson, and mrﬂzg, that
tho H“ lshiery of the Caxava Sciloos JoUrxat bo asked for quotations for fifty or one

‘I'his great practical Chart is o chromo-lithograph, mouunted on canvas,
is about twenty-onoe feet long by two and one-quarter feet wide, and is
in three styles : On Rollers, turned by cranks, and occupying such space
on a wall as may be Jdesired for family or school use ; in Portfolio form,
for table use ; and in Book form, botnil in paper, hinged on cloth, We
give our readers the following general description of this superb wevk :

The length of the Chart is divided by perpendicular lines into tite
fifty nine centuries and their decades s across these century colunms
pass, from left to right, coloved lines or streams that vepresent the dif-
ferent historic nations (and lives of the patriarchs), and change their
color to indicate every chunge of rulers ; these streams divide, subdivide,
wnite, or disappear according to the record of the nation represented ;
thus every nation, with its consccutive ruleis and all the leading facts of
history, are placed upon a fixed scale and presented to the eye in their
proper relations as to time, just as, geographically, a map locates towns,
rivers, and countries.
