STRAWBERRIES FOR THE MILLION.

It is & burning shame at this day for
auy farmer or gardener no matter where
located, to be without a clean and thrifty
strawberry pateh for family use.  The
old plea that the conmnon farmer hasno
time to fritter away in raistug such
“stuff” never was a valid excuse for
neglecting the kitechen garden. It is
one of the most profitable parts of any
farm.  No kitchen garden is completo
without o strawberry-bed.  To one that
has always been aceustomed to a boun-
tiful supply of small fraits for home use,
it is strange that farmers cultivating
from fifty to two hundred acres with the
ordinary field crops from year to year
should be without a raspberry, a black-
berry, & currant, or o strawberry under
culture.  These farmers would think it
quite important to keep u fifty-ncte field
of corn ns clean as an onion bed, yet
they have no suck fecling about stravw-
berrics ~ We have scen many beds of
plants that might with propriety be
called grass beds, with here and there
o strawberry-plant, belonging to this
class of farmers.—.N, Y. Zrifuac.

RULES FOR BATHING.

These are Dr. Hall's directions for in-
dulging in this luxurious necessity for
cvery Christian.  Other doctors would
probably give other divections.  These
are worth thinking about, at least :

1. Bathe quickly, wipe dry, and walk
off rupidly, all withii: ten mmutes,

2. Itis dangerous to bathe whon tired
or at bed-time; lhence, it is bettor to
make a rule to bathe before breakfust,
when the system has been rested by a
night's sleep.

8. Before bathing wash the face,
hands and head in cold water.

4. Do not bathe within two hours af-
ter eating a full meal ; death has ofien
resulted from inattention to this rule.

5. Colld water baths are hurtful un-
der all cireumstances to very young or
very old people ; toinvalids, to consnnp-
tives, to those subjecet to spitting blood.
Itis the safest rule that a woma  should
uever take a cold bath other than to rub
the whole surface quickly with o soft
towel, dipped in water pressed out ; lay
the towel smooth on the hand, and rub
quickly the whole bedy, within ten min-
utes.

The general health of mankind would
be most benetitted by avoiding all cold
water or sea bathing, and take but one
bath a week, and that in & room not un-
der seventy degrees, on Saturdny night,
using warm water, soap, and a common
nsw seruabbing brush, bristles at least
three quarters of an inch long; wet the
body all over with water; then rub o
picee of soap over thie brush, and with
it rub the body with w will, as far as ean
be reached in cvery divertion, rapidly ;
then rinae off and wipe dry with a cot-
ton towel at least & yard square ; this
lIeaves the skin more perfeetly dry than
& common linen or erash towel; the
whole operation should be performed
within ten minutes; the water should
be nt lenst cighty degrees; this kind of
bathing certainly cleanses tho skin, sti-
mulates the surface, and leaves the body
in n safe condition,
