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ART. XXIV. The provifions and other kind. of Rores which [hall bfound in the magazines of the commiffary, as well in the town of Montrealand of Trois Rivieres as in the country, fhall be preferved to him, the faià
provifions belonging to him, and not to the King, he {h4l beat liberty to
fell them to the French or Englifh.

Every'thing that is aaually in the magazines, deßinedfor te ufe of th,
troops, is to be delivered to the Englifh commtffary for the King's
forces.

A P T. X XV. A paffage to France fhall likewife be granted on board hisBritannic Majefty's fhips, as well as vi&uals, tofuchofficersof the*IndiaCorn-
pany as fhallbe willing to go thither, and they fhalltake with them their faini-
lies, fervants, andbaggage. The chief agent of the faid company, ini cafe
he fhould chufe to go to France, Ihall be allowed to leave fuch perfon as he
fhall think proper, till next.year, to fettle the affairs of the faid company,and to recover fuch fums as are due to them. The faid chief agent fhàll
keep poffeffion of all the papers belonging to the faid company, and
they fhall not be liable to infpeaion. Granted.

ART. XXVJ. The faid company fhall be maintained in the property of
the ecarlatines and cafRors, which they may have in the town.of Montreal;
they fhall not be touched under any pretence whatever, and the necef-
fary facilities fhall b.e given to the chief agent to fend this year his caflors ta
France on board his Britannic Majety's fhips, paying the freight on the
fame footing as the Englifh would pay it.

Granted, with regard to what may belong to the company, or toprivaie
perfons ; but if his moßi Chriß/ian Majeîy has any fhare in it, that
muß? become the property of the King.

ART. XXVII. The free exercife of the Catholic, Apoftolick, and Ro-
mian religion,. ihall fubfift intire, in fuch manner that all the fiates and peo-
ple of the towns and~count ries, places, and diflant poifs,.- fhall continue ta
affemble in the churches, and to frequént the facraments as heretofore,
without being molefted in any manner dtrealy or indirealy.

Thefe people Ihall be obliged by the Englifh government, to pay to the
prienfs the tithes and all the taxes they were ufed to pay under the govern-
ment of his mou Chriàian Majefty.

Granted, as to thejree exercife of their religion.- The obligation ofpay-
ing the tithes to the prießs will depend on the King's pleafure.

ART.,XXVIII. The chapter, priefts, curates, and rniffionaries fhall
continue with an intire liberty their exercife and funaions of their cures in
the parifhes of the towns and countries.

Granted.
ART. XXIX. The grand-vicars, named by the chapter to adminifter ta

the diocefe during the vacancy of the epifcopal fee, fhall have liberty ·ta
dwell in the towns or country parilhes, as they fhall think proper. They
fhall at all times be free to vifit the different parifhes of the. diocefe, with
the ordinary ceremonies, and exercife all thejurifdiaion they exercifed un-
der the French dominion. They ihall enjoy the fame rights in cafe of death
of the future bifhop, of which-mention will be made in the following ar-
ticle. ' Granted, except wh/t regards thefollowing article.

ART. XXX. If by the-treaty of peace Canada fhould remain in the power
of his Britannic Majefty, his moft Chriftian Majefty fhall continue.to name
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
