Churches consecrated, 20; enlarged and re-
opened, 1; 2 Chancels; 1 Font; 12 Church-
yards and 1 Cometery lot consecrated, Corner
stones of 3 new Churches laid. His Lordship
had visited every parish snd mission in the
diooeso with the ex ception of two, and some of
them twice during the period referred to.

Our Bishop was oulspoken on the question of
Brotherhoods., A fter pointing out the fact that
some parishes which rorely peeded divisions,
snd that missions skould be formed in various
places, he added, I hope that fhe desire which
I bave from timo to 1ime expressed, that we
might see our way to the creation of & Mission-
ary Brothorhood, may be & seed whioh is lying
dormsnt in mauy souls, and that by-and-by it
may germinate and spring up and grow. My
idea is that the members of the brotherhood
would be olergy-bound for & period of three or
fivo years in vows of obedience and celibacy,
and, so far as salary is concerned, poverty.
They would be at my disposal, going where I
gent them, and doing whatover work was ss.
signed them by me. Thoy would have their
personal cxponses paid, {. ¢, olothing, traveil:
ing, board, and lcdging; beyond that they
would have nothing. Their vows would be re
newsble, on expiration of time, at their own
discretion. Had I a fund out of which such
could be supported, with, possibly, a house of
reat for them, where thay could refresh them-
solves for & month or two once a year, I think,
perhaps, I might find one iwo with whom {o
make & beginning.

Baie Verte, and Port Elgin, smong the number
onr good friend Rev. V. E. Harris, visitors
from the Marine Railway, &o. Over $200 we
aro informed were made on this occasion so
tbat whon ihe expenses are paid off thore will
bo something like $150 or more for church
werk, Well done Tidnish, You all deserve a
church and you shall bave it in God's good
time. We wanted oncoursgement and now
hero it is. What wo need now ie a hearty ap-
preoiation of the services from Sunday to Sun-
day.

The Birhop of Kentuoky (the Right Rov, Dr.

Dudley) preached thesormon at the opening of

the Synod, and there were also present during

itsthsaion the Bishops of Jowa snd North Da-
otah,

The Bishop of the diocese in his address to
the Synod thus spoke of the needs of the Chureb;
and his words have wider application than to
his own diocese :—** This brings me to the cry-
ing nood for men and meaus, For both we
have, ever since the oroatlion of the See, beon
doponding to a greater or less extent upon the
Mother Courntry, snd ihis dependence has been
most genecrously 1espouded to. But we must
learn 10 depend npon oursolves. Our sons must
be given to the racred ministry of Christ's
Churoh ; our money must be cast into God’s
treasury—both with no niggard hand. Oar
sons, the godliest of them, the young men of

deep and fervent piety, of sound learning, of
active brains; men who would have made first-
rate lawyers, or doctors, or business men, or
financiers, or politicians, but who have been
taught by their parents to dedicate their talents
to the services of God in the sacred ministry of
His Church ; who have been taught that the
highest honour they can gain is to be * put in
trust with the Gospel,” that the noblest life is
that of a minister of Jesus Christ, Parents
should get into the habit of looking over the
reports of their boys at school to see which was
the brightest and the best, that they might
thus * present him to the Lord.” The most
promising of the pupilsin our public schools
ought to be watched over with 8 loving inter-
est by our Church people, and encouraged to
go into college with the hope of one day being
permitted to enter into Holy Orders. And our
money--not that over whioh our fingers chance
to close when the hands finds its way into the
pocket on our being solicited for the aupport
of the clergymen, or- for some Church purpose,
but the regular, aystematic apportionment from
the gross amount of our income ; and this sup-
plemented by the offering, beyond and above
that apportionment, which real self-denial in
luxuries, or even in necessaries, bas made pos-
sible. Is it credible that we have boen so long
cared for by the 8.P.G. and the C. and C.C.S,
that there is the possibility of the existence
among us of the pamper spirit, that mean
quality of seul is content to have everything
done for it, having lost even the desire to make
an exertion to do anytbing for itself T 1If so,
wo are on the cve of a loud call to awake and
bestir curselves, The grants of the § P.G. are
now only given to individuals, and as these die,
are wholly withdrawn, so that the parish in
which any of these individuals has ministered is
thrown, on his death, upon its own resources,
or npon the Church people of this diocese;
while the C. and C.C.8. are reducing their an-
pual amount, having taken off $750 last year,
and $250 more this year, It is necessary, it is
imperative, for us to face the fuct, that we
must all prepare to supply these diminishing
means, or several parishes will have to be given
vp for lack of support for & olergyman,
In view of this state of things I cryaloud to all
to come forward at once, and especially do I
ask for two things—first, that donations and
subsoriptions to Church work and extension
shall not be conventional, but honest acocord-
ing to to the giver's ability ; and second, that
bequests shals be left by will tor Church objeots,
It 18 & public scandal when the contents of wills
of Churchmoen sare published in the press, to
find thoussnd of dollars left for various pur-
poses, and not one single cent to the Chureh;
while the wills of Roman Catholios, Pre:byter-
izng, and. others, present & wondrous contrast
by the generosity with which they show their
willingness to promote the prosperity of there.
ligious community of which they were mem-
bemil even ufter they have passed away from
carth,”

DIOCESE OF HURON.

TaraL SgaMoNs.~—In his Annual address re-
cently delivered to the Synod of his Diocese the
Bishop of Huron (the Right Rev. M. S. Bald-

win, D.D.) uttered the following timely and
wholesome counsel with regard to the preach-
ing of trial sermons:

And pow, passing on to the others mat-
ters, permit me 'to mention some subjeots of
the gravest intevest to all. And jirst, Ishall
draw your attention to the great necessity that
exists both on the part of tho Clergy and Laity
for higher views concerning the sacredness and
position of the Christian Ministry, I vefer to
the degrading practice, now so often met with,
of olergymen going to vacant parishes to preach
trial sermons, In the first place, such a practice
ulterly does away with that most comforting and
blessed thought that Gods swre hand alone is
guiding us. If any of you have donme all in
your power to obtain some coveted parish ; if
you have bent every energy and strained every
nerve, seen every leading charchman in the
place, and promised all the impossibilities that
the varying minds of an inflnential congrega-
tion may require; then, when ail is gained,
viotory secured, and all competitors otstripped,
will tho greatest of all difficulties present itself,
namely—tbe difficulty of seeing the good hand
of God, and of believing that you have
been sbsolutely passive in the matter of your
own advancement. So far from this being the
case, you have done all in your power to secure
the publio vote in your favor, and if the future
turn out to be a rather rude awakening, surely

your discernment must lead yoa to see at whose
door alone must the blame be laid,
