The plaintiff brought action agalost the
defendngt for the recovery of $3,500 damages
which he complained had been suffered by
him under the circumstances related in his
declaration, and which may be briefly resumed
as follows :— .

The plaintiff, Mr. Bray, having prepared a
Jecture on ‘' England and Ireland,” delivered
the same in Montreal in December last. This

quence of the appearance of the defendant’s
pamphlet. To all this the pleas were, that
it was true the defendant had printed and
circulated the lecture, but that he had done
g0 with Mr. Bray’s permission and consent ;

_ 4hat the pamphlet published by defendant is
a correct report of the lecture as delivered by
Mr. Bray.

As to the correctness of the pamphlet
published by Mr. Devins, the Court finds
that the lecture in question was read from
manuscript, and that the pamp:let fyled by
the plaintiff and published by him was printed
trom the plaintiffs manascript, and that this
pamphlet is superior to the cne published by
Mr. Devine. The defendant’s counsel had at
the bearing raised the question of literary
property, and avgued that till such a lecture
had been copyrighted the author had no ex-
clusive right of property in it. The Court
cited tho opinion of Lasaine (p. 55 and 57)
to the contrary. As to the permission which
defondant urged had been given him l{y Mr,
Bray, the proof is not satisfactory ; itis true
and proved that Mr. Devins previous to the
lecture sent to obtain such & permission, but
ihe apswer which was given his messenger,

"'vins could not be prevented from sending a
stenographer and having the lecture taken
down in shortband. 'There remains then
only to uppreciate the damages. There is
goms evidence which would go to show that
the lectute was of very great value and that
Mr. Bray, had it not beeu for defendant’s cir—
culating the lecture, might have received
1argo sums of money tor the repetition and by
the publication of the lecture. The witness
McNamee speaks strongly in this seuse, but
there is no doubt that his evidence is greatly
exaggerated. On the contrary the prepou-
derance of proof on thia point is to the effect
that such lectares are not as a rule remuner—
ative. Then as to the offers which the wit.
qess McNamee says he made for the lecturs,
and afterwards withdrew in copsequence of
ihe issue of the Devins’ pamphlet, the evid-
ence is very conmtradictory. However, the
Court considered that the plaintiff was en-

titled to some damages and condemns defen-
dant to pay plaintiff $200 real damages, and
$100 on account of the injury incident on the
insertion of the advertisements complained
of.

THE OKA INDIANS.

On Sunday last a meeting of the Indians of
Oka was held in the village to discuss the
arrangements being made by the Govern-
ment and the Seminary of St. Sulpice anent
their tramsfer to the district of Muskoka,
Over 25,000 acres of land have been pur.
chased from the Ontario Government in the
township of Gibson, in the Bluskoka district,
for their special benefit and use. This tract
of 1aud is twenty times as large asthe one on
which they are settled at Oks, so that they
Teave but little behind them to gain a good
deal in thelr new sgettlement. Lesides they
will be remunerated {or uny improvements
which they may have 'made on their old
homes. .

These advantages, even coming from the
Seminary, were not to be despised by the
Oka Indians, who have go often given proofs
of animosity agalnst their benefactors ; they
were readily and unanimously accepted by
the Indiane. The Seminary will, morecver,
pay the costs which will be incurred in bring-
ing them to their new settlement. They
number gome 120 families, of which number
there are about 80 Protestant. On their ar-
7ival in Muskoka they will find new houses
duilt for them, food for the first 15 days, or
longer if required, and all free of expense,
No wonder, therefore, that the meeling was
unsnimous in accepting their new situation,

THE PERILS OF THE TRACK.

GOLLISION ON THR GREAT WESTERN RAILWAY-—
¥IvE PERSONE LAUSCHED INTO ETBREITY—
THE DBAD AXD WOUNDED.

Sr. Taouas, Sept. 29.—About 10 o'clock
this morning a collision occurred on the Alr
Line Railway, about two miles west of Ayl-
mer, between the esst—bound freight train
and an excursion traln, coming west. Mr.
Walmsley, driver of the ongine of the
excursion train, and his som, the fire-
man, also & young man named Cook, porter
at the Mansion House, Aylmer, and two
passengers from the ecast, whose names
are not yet ascertained, were instantly killed,
Charles Cheeseborough, the driver of the ¢n-
- gine of the freight traln, was dangerously in-
jured. Several Dngseppgers wero seriously
injured, who were immediately removed.
Both locomotives were badly broken up.
Five passenger cars and one freight car
gmashed to atoms. The second passenger
car was completely tolescoped into the third
The scene at the wreck is one of great con-
fusion. 'The cause of the eccident is said to
Yo the fanlt of the conductor and driver ol
1he excursion train, who had orders to hold
ihe train at Aylmer, but failed to do fo.

The following are the pames of the dead
and wounded a8 far as can be learned :—Wm
Cook, Aylmer, killed; young man unamed
Hines, from Jarvis, killed; man from Delhi,
name unknown, killed; Walmeeley and son,
engineer nnd fireman, both buried under the
debris of thefengine. A large number. were
ipjured, but it is impossible to get all the
names at present. Mr. Cheeseborough, the
driver, is \ylng dangerously wounded at the
house of o farmer; his case is critical,
Frank Morrison, Aylmer, jaw broken in two
places and ipjored internally. Stanley, from
Copenhageon, fatally InJured. About 2 o'clock
a conveyance was fecured and the dead re-
moved {o Aylmer.
