Ho had poloted out that oven the
moderato rcforms pointed oud in 1852 were
pnow difficult of execution, and it waa clearer
than ever that a very bigh acale of tixativn
must be retained, and conseq rently mannfac-
turers bad nothing to fear. He was not go-
_ ing to attempt che task of makjng & tariff in
opposition. It was impossible, and even be-
fore thinking over tho matter the-fullest and
most gearching enquiry-was-necessary. [or
his part, he should never consent to any
change which should ro% be preceded and
justiied by. such enquiry, The adversaries
of tha Libaral party tilked of them as likely
to act like n bullin a china shop, knocking
down.nll the crockery. But there need be
no euch fear, They proposed to avail them-
selves of =&ll possible information and
he persooally had always ~recognized the
great importance of stability in tariff, He
had witoessed with pain aund regret the con-
stant tinkering with the tariff that had gone
on for the last few years, convinced as he was
that changes shou!d never take place save
to secure a substantial public goad or remove
- w-serious pablic evil. It had frequently
been charged that the Reformers were
opposed to manufactures ;, but the fact
was that many of the most intelligent and
prosperous manufacturers wers Reformers,
and the Reformers ever retained a kindly
feeling and interest in manufacturing success,
Bat in every case the public interest had to
to be comsidered, and where the severalin-
sereats were reasonably reconcilable, conces-
pion should be granted. He pointed ont the
danger that existed in the Tory policy of en-
deavcring to bind together the manalacturing
eommunity in a solid column against the
Liberal party, and held that that project
wonld assnredly meet with the failure it de-
served. Referring to

LABOE QUESTIONS,

the Conservatives had failed to show why it
should be that the labor element ahould sup-
port the Conservative party. He (Mr, Blake)
had pricked the bubble connected with the
printers’ difficulty in 1872, and the question
was now raised no more. He (Mr, Blake)
bad conclasively shown that he had favored
advantagea to the workingman in the
way of savings bDanke, of advanced
factory legislation, of the development
of the co-operative yrinciple in pro-
daction and dietribution, and of profit
showiug of arbitration, of the abolition of
contract lsbor in prisons (ckeers), of the pro-
hibition of Chinese immigration, of the oboli-
tion of assisted passages and the entire
change of our immigration plans, more taxa-
tion on luxuries and less on necessaries, end
its fairer imposition as between the rich and
pocr. He had shown at -previous meetings
that it had bean hia good fortune to poes laws
zecuring to Iabor tho right to combine, giving
it legal protection and abolizhing clasa legls-
lation, He had {favored the establish-
ment of a Dbureaz of Inbor statistics
and had peinted out the coundi-
tions on which in general the rights of
labor depended, and much be cxpected to
see clfected saciully by the spplication of
Gospel principles to our daily lives, Ie had
expressed & wish to see in Parlinment Jenuine
representatives of labor, actuated by political
views, He had voted against the prohibitory
deposlt of 2200 for yepresentativn onndi:
datnye, and for tha extonsion of the hours of
voting in manufacturing centres, He had
always looked, as all statesmen were
accustomed to look, fo tho condition
cof the toiling massss, declaring that
not only bad they a right to a more
existence, but to a fair enjoyment of life, as,
if they did wesl, all above them must do well
enough, Such was a brief statement of the
planks in the Reform platform on which he
expected to reoeive the oonfideuce of the
people.

BLOODSHED AT BELFAST.

Party Riots Breoak Out Agzain with Great
Yirulence—~Thirty Persons Sald 1o bhe
Killed and VYery 3Many More
injured.

Brrrast, Jan. 30.—There was terrifio
rioting in the Petershiil, Carrickhill and
Shankhill distriots of this city on Saturday
night. The trouble originated throngh sol-
diers belonging to the West Surrey regiment
jnsulting & number of Catholic civilians.
The latter retaliated by stoning the soldiers,
msany of whom wereinjured. This was fol-
lowed by wholesale arrests, over 100 being
locked up. A constable engaged in this dnty
was seriously injured by the excited crowd.
Finally military pickets were called out and
quiet wan restored. This evening the rioting
was renewed, ond at this hoar the police and
mob are exchanging shots. Thirty persons
ore reported killed and 100 moro injured.

ANOQTHER ACCOUNT,

Altogether fifty rioters have boen arrested.
The trouble originated on Saturday night in
a row between Protestants and Catholice.
The arrival of the police incensed the mob
and led to o frec use of revolvers and stones,
The police wore compelled to firo for their
own protection, The mayor and other
authoritiea did their best to prevent a renewsl
of the riot to.night bud without success.
Ocly three peraons were arrested to-right,
The outbreak to-night was caused by the ap-
pasranco of two constables who gave evideuce
before the riots investigating commiittee.
The constables were roughly bandled and
reinforcements had to be called out,
