In the Toronto Newslash week, their appeared
2 commanication from a womber of the Silva-
tion Army, set!ing forth a startling account of
the zosteness} of that organization, The stave-
men's of the writer, sre supstantiated by the
septimony of prominent Salvationists, Among
theze ie Mr. A, Sumner, & gentleman descrited
o3 well informed o the inner workings of the
organization, Formerly he was editor of the
War Cry, the official army organ. rde has been
pehind the ecenes, o to speak, and his evidence
must be indisputable He was visited a$ his

rasidonce, snd the follywirg statement ob-
tained :—
jsonly right that the public, which has
deigt libar{lly gwi:.h this iastitution, sheuld learn
eomething of ita inner history, There ars hua-
dreds in é\iu Proviacs ond in other places whe
will bzarout the etatements made, When Gen-
eral Booth began this baeineas, he was actuated
caly by a desire for the welfare of bis tellow-
bsings, Ths movement has floarished, but aq
with other great cruandes, the soguisition of
propersy anl inflnence bas allowsd abuses to
creep in, ond tha movenent is degenerating
from ite wonted place for the accoaplishment of
good in the world. Practically it haa fallen to &
wcheme for scquiring property and glurilyiog
the Booth family, and for providing Iucrative
ssitions for membera thereof or their influcntial
riends. .

“But what of the lovely toilers who have trod
the traets, and without returp hava given the
best yente of thair life and energies to the move-
mend? If thay sicken apd become useful for
sctive work, their lot is lamentable, indeed.
Fither they must finally come ta destitation or
return 6 sheir friends, The Army, with all its
rsacouces in the way of fina buildiogs and funds
{or the prosecation of vhe work, and many waya
ot raising money, makes little or no proyision
for decrepit workara. Trus, there is the Home
of Rest, but in the seuse of providing a plac:
for all down trodden soldiers the term is farct
cal, ae only a amall fraction evar cbtain admist-
anoe there.

#Tucrativa posittons have basn provided for
the mnany nany members of the Broth family,
bat that is mot the most unjustifiable phasa of
the busiuess whioh oppressss the humbler work-
ers in this gountry. Of late yearsall, or nearly
all the logal offi zers in good positions which are
only to be had in the cities, have been dispo-
sissaed by offioers seut out from England, Ola
pineers who threw themselves into the work
# the commencement, and stood by the wheal,
have bean thrust down to make way for strang-
ora wish infusnce as headguarters in Eogland.
Thers noweomers arrive with antbomty, and
must by provided with poaiilons, I do beheve
that if Co umissioner Coombs who has charge
of the work here, were left to his own dictaves
he would not ast fairl{. bat andue infloence ia
brought to bsar upon him. Ther these offl:ers
ate often dominnering and arrogant, and a
spitit of opposition has been srouzed against
their rule. .

 These nre & fow of the facts which threiten
to annihilate the movement, or ab leasy its
power far good. "Tho total neglect of agad and
invalid workers, who gave their strength and
time $o the canse when they were able, only to
mest with hatsh treatment and no recogmitian
when they are nselen for the sggressive work,
tmusb deber others from goiog into the field, avd
those who ara eoldiers now will have foresight
enough to abandon the movemant in tima.
Then the disposseasing cf local and popular
offizers to provide positions for imported indi-
viduala with inflasnce must arouse a Bpirit of
reachion. . .

“Now, look at another side of this matter.
Even in Osnada “he army owns somewhere,
noar & million dollar's worth of property. Every
ather intarest is subservient to the gain ot pro-
gmy. The orznnization is not an ineorporated

ody ; they always woro opposad vo thab, s0
they cannod hold property. All propstties in
Oanada ars doede to Comwmissioner Coombs,
his hews and assgas, He in turn transfers them
th Gegeral Booth and his heire. Really Gener-
a1 Booth is the owner of all Army property, sod
the disponal of it is subject to the whim of one
individaal, . )

# Looking fairly aod aritically at thia metter
gou ecatt draw conclueions a3 to the wisdom of
such a policy. You might ask, what would be-
come of this wealth, scabtered over the civilized
world, wers the Army to collapse by rau_son_ot
abuaas whioh have crept in and are sapping ite
vitality? Two years ago in Toronto the Army
people owned four bumildings and _had 2,000
members. Now 1t cwne twelve buildings and
therg are six hundred membera, Thia doea nob
chow much progress, bub the rapidity with
which property 18 procured is damonstrated.
The public are frequently aaked for contribu-
tions for one objact and another, bud fow kaow
that all the monays are frequently nob Cevoted
% the object for which the contribator donated
them, but to the satisfyiog of mortgazes, or the
parchaee of new buildings ia othar places,

00 of a converted French girl, bronght oat to

io French Oanads. Touching ¢cn the same cass,
a Toronto man said last evening: ‘*The most
heartless cate I have known of neglected Army
wirwionariea at cutlying stations was that of the
privations of a French gizl who a few weeks ago
died iu the Moatreal Hoepital. For her death
the Army must onswer. Poor girl! She was
brought over from France as s counverf, and
placed in the little village of St. Jean, near
Montreal, to do missionary work. Gread oppo-
sition was shown by the inhabitants, few con-
verts were made, and disheartened snd in sick-
ness, shs wrote repeatedly to headquarters for
beln, but received no reply, and when the fever
took hold of her ste waa taken to the public
hospital in Montreal and there died. Duriog
the several monthe of her privation she had un-
puccessfully tried to raise money to take her
h‘o_m% t’.? France, but her desiras were never re-
alizad.

Another eaid: ¢ The public will appreciato
thin expose of the Army abuses. The public
would be surprised to know how much money
is eome' Imes taken in duriog o time wheo some
wonderful prodigy or attraction is on exhibition,
sad they would often be puzzled to discover
what becomes of that sama money, Why, you
remsmber the Hindoos who were here
last summer. Amoug other requests donations
ware asked from wealthy people to pay the pas-
sage of any missiousry out to the heathen lands
of India. Ths glorions work was described and
the blemings that wonld flow to avy person
who bad a missionary repressnting him in the
distant fiald, The reponses were liberal, but
when two diffarent parties chose the same mis-
sioasry, and plumped down the cash to pay his
paesige, 0o mopey waa returned, nor was either
of the ganeral contributions informed that ths
missionary he had chosen was also reiected and
paid for by another. I have known as many a8
five pisisges for ops individual to be paid at
that time., Nearly everyone of those Hindoos
pseeages wers psid more than once. The over
plus money did not g to India, erther.”

Far away iu many aremote hamlot tha Sal-
vation Army daring the last decads «atablished
stations. There are many, many huodreds of
theas humb er places, with a very meagcr and
sometim=a wsll-nigh deetitute crop of w rkers,
whoss uncertaia livelihood is almost a3 proecari-
ous a shaugh they depended solely ou charity.
These leasr pasta are reattarad from the Mari-
tim» Provinose to British Colnimbia, asd there
is a propoaderance of them in Ontario. The
crusnders had sggressiva and ¢ffzctive tacticn in
organ;zing these ontlyiny stations, and general-
1y a4 the beginping the receipts weare especially
gocd. A detachmen’ of great guns wonld be
despatched to carry the guizt country town by
storm, and the local people, who ars easily
caught by novelty, usually in the English-
speaking provinces, treated the new comera lib-
eraily while the fever lasted. Ip many cises,
waslvhy men, struck by their sseming power for
good, combined iz # comrouni'y, and free bar-
racks for the soldiers was the result, although
the douors themselves, excapt in v:ry excep:
tional oases, would not identify themselves with
the Army they 8o liberally patronized. At all
timea ita adherents have beim drawn more
largely fram she humbler classes, bub tha con-
tributions of rioh people aud the genaral public
have been somsething emormous, taking into
consideration the mavy thousands of corps ab
work daily. After storming the raral town for
abond th:ies monthe or half s year, the princi-
pal part of the contingent would be withdrawen,
as tha public interest in the novelvy of the thing
had rubsided, and consequently the finances
were falling off, Bub several important pointa
had been achieved., Perbapa the barracka were
paid for, or the mortgage thereon pardi-lly li.
quidated, besides largs sums having been raised
for other purposes, I many cases which oould
be referred to, the barracks, when paid for by
loeal men, wera mortgaged by the Army people
to pay for a building in some other towns where
the general poblic weore nod so liber-
aslly diepased. After the withdrawal of
the major part of the contingent, thut which
remained fared illy in wany places, fur
all expenses muab be paid out ofthe funds raised
pefora any worker received his wagas. At the
smasll oub post the male workera are supposed to
vaceive $6 per week,and the lady eoldirra §5 per
week., A married couple are alleged to receive
$10 » week, but after the first year the receipts
do uat show a large balaace over the expendi-
tare, if haply they equal is,and the pror worker
who haa gone out from frieade, frequently at a
sacrifica on hin or their part, ia soon verging on
desbitudion. Popular tepors says that if in the
dark days this ramote toiler should venture to
write to headquartera for succor, his epistle
would be treabed with the eooclest kind of forget-
falnees, almost contempt, and & former officer of
the Army stated that thia he was with pain ccm
pellad to observe in hisexperience. “The Army
people at hesd quarvers,” he said, ‘" have the
cooleat way of withbolding a requesy, without
appearing to refuse, that is imaginable. It al-
most equals their eyatem of freeze ont towards
auyons whom it is deemed expedient to get out
of the way whebher bs be & brokendown soldier
or of high station. He will n+t be told to go,
nothing unkind may be said, bay the systenatic
freeze-nub prozees is the most effective and pe-
onliar I have ever known.”

Another ex-member of the Army who was in-
terviewed, nked that his nome be withheld,
sbatad :—*'The Army people will bake the best

ears of & youog man or womsan's life, and abso-
ately give nodhing in retarn, Should failing
health overtake them,thsy are caab aside, soaroe-
ly ta meed recogpition, leat their olaim on the
benevolence of the institntion would meribd at-
tention. In the face of this the Army gosa on
acquiriag buildwg after buildivg, raising money
for the inflation of the movement, and ail the
while nbterly forgetful and anmipdful of its own
deserving poor. _Then gazs ab another pioture.
The Booth family are eaid to have breome
very woslthy, as thsy could  mcarcely
fail to be, enjnyinp the lucrative positions
that they do. Why, some of the offirers ab
headquacters in Toronto live in fine houses,
magnificently farnished, whioh could not have
peen acquired had not their cftices been of the
most paying kind. Theae, tno, are the officers
sent from KEngland to dispossess native men
hera, who bore the burden of work iu the infant
daya of the army movement in this covntry, I
tell you I had onoca great faithino this deno-
mination. It was effeotive then, sud the mam-
moa of properyy worship wat not, au it is now,
like 8 gread mountain obscuring the future. It
the present system of operation ir not vaveraed,
1 will venture to prophesy that before five yeara
the Safvationists in: Canoda will have dieappesar-
od altogether. I fully agrea with what has been
written congerning the neglested conatry corps.
The bigh dignitaries never think of visiting a
pon-paying corps. ‘They go around the gities
and larger towns, whara the prospect of raising
monay 18 botser. Seventy-five per cent. of those
stmy. people in the amall towns can sosrcely

Hundreds bsve in this way in-
jured their bealsh permanently, and bave gone
homs to their friends mere shattered wrecks
afvzr doing yoars of faithful eervics, These ara
some of the deplorable features of the movement
which ara has ening its annibilialion.”

ST. VICTUR THE ROMAN.

INBTALLATION OF HIS RELICS IN THE MOTHRR
HOUSE OF THE SISTERS OF PROVIDENCE.

His Grace Archbishop ¥abre on Thursday
afternoon preeided over the inatallation of the
relica of 8t. Victor in the mother house of the
Sisters of Providence, 797 Sb. Catherice streeb
‘I'ho beautful chupel, all white and gold, was
adomned, and the high alter was lit up with
many colored lights interspersed with artificial
flowers ; candles were also burmng on the altar
of the Bivssed Virgin, nnd beneath the altar of
St. Joseph the crypt for the relics was besuti
fully lined in eatin and gold. Long befors the
beginning of the ceremony, over 300 people had
congregated in the chapel, and at 3.30 o'clock =
procession of about 200 young ladies dressed in
black, with white veila over their besds and
garments, filed intothe centre aisle, {ullowed by
puos, each besring a ligbted candle, Then
came the relice, n bier draped in the richeast
atuffs bordered 1n gold, and on it lay the wax
figure of a youthful soldser, life like and dressed
in thn Ramon coetume. This figure had been
fitted around the relics by Sisters Martin snd
Adolpke, The bier was borne by four nuns,
and' - {ollowed byt .M P ard Rev. Meusra,
Lavalie; ugar, Charpontier, and by the dea-
cons of l\onor. Rav. Mr. Rousselot, parish prieat
ot S5. James Church, and Rev. dir. Lsubert,
the chaplain of the convent, and between them
His Grace the Archbishop in full pontificals,
with mitre and crook. On arriviog at the main
altar the choir intoned the Latin chant, “Quam
admirabilizeat Daua in Sanctia suis,” after which
Hia Grace addressed the assembly, speaking of
the occasion ae one which reminded the Cbris-
tain of his state aaa martyr, that is a witness to
God and to his daty. Every Christisn
be saaid, was a martyr to his duty, sacrific-
ing ali and even bis life, if needod, for God and
his obligaticns, More especially alto were the
sisters marbyrs by their vowa by which they un.
dertook more special sacrifices and burdens,
He exhorted the audience to live up to this
gtandard as martyrs, and thus win

THE PALM OF VICTORLY.

After eeveral othér chants His Grace offered o
particle of the relics kept seperate in an
ostensorium to the farthiul to kies, all those pre-
sent availisg themeelves of the occasion. The
relics wers then placed in the sanctusry, where
they will remain exposed for the nexbeight days,
during which there will be a sermon every after-
noon at 5 - 'clock, with prayers and s chance to
kies the prrticle, The relics of St. Victor were
founrt n vhe catacombs, in which the remains
of 5t. Puucratine were found in Rome in the
year 1879. Ons of the crypts was opened and
thera a headstone appeared wtth the inacription
“Victor Miles,” and the figare of a palm, de-
poting martyrdom. Under the atone were
found buman remaing to which the insoripion

both upper arm-hones, some ribs. and bones of
lowet limbs. When arrived in Portland- he pre-
sonted these’ duly suthenticated relics, to the
Sisters of Providence thers, who kept them in
their chapel, Lass year the Mother Superior
of the Sisters of Providence, Sister Maris God-
froy, visited Portland and obtsined the relics
for the Mothar Hause hers whither she took
them lagh August, It is not precisely knewn
of which 8¢, Viotor these are the relics as there
are over sixtesn martyro of that name ; but it
is supposed that they are of St. Viotor, the
Romsn Soldier, who during the reign of
Emperor Diacletian _was pointed out to the
authorities nt a Christian, waa brought before
the tribunals snd thera at firat tompted by pro-
mitea of emolument and promotion, and, as
thete fiiled, threatened with fearful punich-
ments. Bat all wititout avail. He was then
put to the rack, but remained steadfast, was
tied to a pos, whilst the exeoutioners tore his
living fiesh from his body with red-hot pinobera,
Fven amid thess tortures he professed his fsith
