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10.—The petition of the hospitals of Montreal, asking to
be supplied with water free of charge, being submitted, it
was.

Resolved: That consideration of same be postponed.

11.—On the advice of Mr. Ethier, chief City Attorney, it
was

Resolved: To report to Council recommending that the
building material, of the properties expropriated for the
opening of Gain street, be sold at public auction according
to law, and that Mr. Marcotte be appointed auctioneer for
said sale.

12.—Submitted a report from the sub-committee on Ci-
vie properties, recommending that a report be made to
Council asking authorization to sell separately or “en
bloc” the lot belonging to the City in St. Henry ward,
known as the “Western Abattoir property”, reserving ne-
vertheless, the portion placed under the control of the Parks
and Ferries Committee for park purposes. Said land to be
cold when the Finance Committee will think the occasion
favorable, and on the conditions to be determined by them.

The Law Department to be instructed to take the ne-
cessary proceedings for the registration of the sub-division
of said land as shown on a plan made in the City Surveyor’s
Office, and dated 20th June 1905.

Resolved: To report to Council accordingly.

13.—Submitted a report from the Road Committee, ask-
ing for an appropriation of $1,000 to repair sidewalks
around Ste.

street.

17 —Submitted a report from the Police Committee for
an appropriation of $125 to purchase a typewriter.

Resolved: To purchase a new typewriter for Miss Bro-
phy, the necessary amount to be charged against the contin-
gent fund of Finance Department.

19.—Submitted reports from the Road Committee, re-
commending the construction of sewers in certain streets,
viz:

a) In Emma avenue, from Lariviére to Dufresne streets,
cost $1,450, payable $1,175 by the proprietors, and $275 by
the City.

b) In Vercheres street, from 5th Avenue to Frontenac
street, and in Frontenac street from Verchéres street to
Abattoir, and through Abattoir. Cost $53,000, payable $20,-
000 by the proprietors and $33,000 by the City.

Resolved: To concur in said reports.
