If this proposai is acceptable to the Government of the Union of Soviet
Socialist Republics, I have the honour to propose that his Note, in English an
in French, and Your Excellency's reply in Russian to that effect, shal ýconlS"
tute an agreement between our two Governments, to extend the Agreement 01
January 22, 1971 on Provisional Rules of Navigation and Fisheries SafetY 011
the Northeastern Pacific Ocean off the Coast of Canada, for a period of Oiie
year, and to propose that such agreenment enter into force on April 15, 1975.
