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We have been told during the course of
this debate that our leader is autocratie. As
one of the new members, with not very much
experience in political affairs outside my own
county, I want to pay a very sincere tribute
to the kindness and helpfulness of the present
Prime Minister and to his readiness to receive
suggestions from even the humblest of his
followers. I am sure that that has been the
experience of every hon. member on this side
of the house, and I believe the people of Can-
ada recognize that we have as Prime Minister
at the present time one of the ablest states-
men who bas ever conducted the affairs of
Canada since the beginning of its history.
With the loyal support of his party, which he
is sure to receive during this and succeeding
sessions, I am sure that he will be able to
solve the great problems confronting the Cana-
dian people at the present time.

On motion of Mr. Spencer the debate was
adjourned.
