REQUEST FOR STATEMENT ON AREA
DEVELOPMENT INCENTIVE PROGRAMS

For his information, since January 1969,
there have been four times as many projects
approved by my department as compared
with 1968. There are four times as many new
jobs, nearly 18,000 a year. I think-
