these documents would be tabled in the House so that
representatives tram ail parties could look at this very
important information in preparation for reaching serious
judgments on the matter?

Right Hon. P. E. Trudeau (Prime Minister): Mr.
Speaker, I cannot make that commitment on behaîf of the
minister without knowing what the documents contain.
They may be of such nature that he would not be able to
table them without the authorîzation of the authors, but I
will certainly convey to the minister the representations
of the Leader of the New Democratic Party. I arn sure in
whatever event, the minister will want to inform the
House very thoroughly of the reasons for whatever deci-
sion he recommends to his colleagues.

REQUEST FOR MEASURES TO COMBAT CRIME WAVE

Mr. Adrien Lambert (Bellechasse): Mr. Speaker, I
should like to put a question to the Prime Minister.

Earlier this week I drew ta the attention of the Minister
of Justice the tact that the number ot assassinations is
increasing ut an alarming rate in Canada. 1 asked the
minister whether he intended to introduce legislation ta
restore capital punishment or take steps to thwart this
crime wave which is grawing ever worse. This week, five
people were murdered at Saint-Joseph-du-Lac, in Quebec,
which is making people indignant.

May I ask the Prime Minister whether faced with such
an alarming situation, he wiII intraduce in the House
legîsiation ta fight thîs unprecedented violence wave, ta
pratect more adequately the lite of aur citîzens.

Right Hon. P. E. Trudeau (Prime Minister): Mr.
Speaker, the Hause ot Commons has had the apportunity
to take a decîsion an this matter, and the existing legisla-
tian is the resuit of a thorough study and a comprehensive
consideration by the members of parliament.

REPORT 0F CONVERSATION WITH MINISTER 0F LABOUR

Mr. Lincoln M. Alexander (Hamnilton West): Mr.
Speaker, I arn still trying ta determine whether it is
possible for me ta have possession of the tape in which the
Minister of Labour is alleged ta have had a discussion
with ane Roman Gralewicz. In light of reports that I arn
mentioned in the tape or reports by way of a racial slur,
can the Minister of Labour advise me whether he also now
adapts that view?

Hon. John C. Munro (Minister of Labour): Mr. Speak-
er, the hon. member has known me for some considerable
time and knows otherwîse. As far as the tapes are con-
cerned, as the hon. member is fully aware, these are in the
possession of the police. They have them. They are
restrîcted. They are using them for the purpose of their
investigation.

Mr. Alexander: I do nat know whether the mînister
understood my question. Perhaps I was flot toa clear. As I
understand it, the reports indicate that the tapes refer to
"the black bastard in Hamilton". Aîl I amn trying ta find
aut tram the minister is whether in tact the reports indi-
cate that the person referred ta is the member for Hamil-
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
