Brockville,
as an important point in the network, will be examined in
greater detail once better operational statistics are available.

3. Effectiveness of the services is constantly monitored
through the Ioads on the trains. The assessment procedures
wilI be expanded considerably with the availability of data in
greater detail.

Hon. Mark MacGuigan (Secretary of State for External
Affairs): The International Development Research Centre
replies as follows: A memorandum of understanding was
signed on September 16, 1980, between the International
Development Research Centre and the State Scientific and
Technological Commission of the People's Republic of China.
The memorandum provides for co-operative development
research activities in China, in other developing countries, and
in Canada. Included is provision for exchange visits of scientif-
ic personnel between Canada and China.
