CONCURRENCE IN SIXTH REPORT OF STANDING COMMITTEE

Hon. Bob Kaplan (York Centre): Mr. Speaker, I move that
the sixth report of the Standing Joint Committee on Regula-
tions and Other Statutory Instruments presented to the House
on Wednesday, April 16, 1986, be concurred in. As Joint
Chairman of the Standing Joint Committee on Regulations
and Other Statutory Instruments, I am pleased to ask for the
concurrence of this report of the committee.

The purpose of the report is to draw to the attention of the
House certain amendments to the regulations governing the
Canadian Home Insulation Program, amendments which, in
the view of the joint committee, were not authorized by the
enabling legislation and which resulted in considerable
unfairness to Canadians.

Before I deal with the report at greater length, I would like
to comment briefly on a reply of the Minister of Energy,
Mines and Resources (Miss Carney) given last Friday to a
question by the Hon. Member for Ottawa—Vanier (Mr.
Gauthier). In her reply the Minister stated that the report of
the joint committee was:

—based on misleading and inaccurate analyses of the situation.

The Minister went on to state that criticisms by the
committee were directed at measures which she said were
announced by the Minister of Finance (Mr. Wilson) on
November 8 on behalf of the President of the Treasury Board
(Mr. de Cotret). Finally, the Minister questioned the correct-
ness of the committee’s conclusion that some homeowners were
