’ He also laid before the House-Regulations under “The Destructive Insect 
and Pest Act,” pursuant to section 10, chapter 4i, R.b.C., 192/.

And also,—Report of the Director of Dominion Experimental Farms for 
the fiscal year ended March 31, 1930.

Mr. Rennet, seconded by Mr. Mackenzie King moved—That an humble 
Address be presented to His Majesty to express the decp conccrn ,,f this Hon e 
at the loss which His Majesty has sustained by the death of HJr Rl^^11frv 
ness the Princess Royal; and to condole with His Majesty and to assure His 
Majesty that this House participates with the most affectionate and duti u 
attachment in whatever concerns the feelings and interests of His Majesty.

And the question being put on the said motion; it was agreed to.
