The following amendment was made to
the rules of competition, which Jas. T.
Sutherland had submitted, the last two
clauses being added to clause ten, so that
it will read as follows:

All clubs must register with the secre-
tary of the assoclatior. ‘on or before Dec.
15 in each year their club colors, and a
description, of the style and colar of the
playing uniform of such club, and no two
competing clubs shall be permitted to have
uniforms or colors alike.

All clubs must have an auxillary jump-
er directly opposite in color to their re-
gular club sweaters. The home club to
wear same when referee finds regulax
sweaters conflicting.

Four changes were made as to the rules
of the game, Jas. T. Sutherland again
making the amendment to the first one.
Mr. Sutherland stated that such a large
organization as the O.H.A. had forgotten

If at the
conclusion of these ten minutes halves
neither team has scored a majority of
goals the players ghall rest for five min-
utes and then play twenty minutes in ten
minute halves with a five minute rest at
